The rest of us
get sent to the auditorium to watch Mrs. Laurel wail inconsolably through the
ending of Macbeth.

Not that I’'m listening much. All I can think about is being uninvited to
summer camp. If I’'m not allowed back at the Bureau, how am I supposed to
see Quinton? The only thing that got me through the months he spent
receiving treatment in Australia was knowing I’d eventually get to see him
this summer. What if he gets worse and I’'m not there?

“Girlie, hush that fuss and pull up a chair.”

“But—" My mouth drops open. Two more identical-looking Mrs.
Walterses sit at the dining table. It takes a few seconds before their glamours
fade too and I can see the witches underneath. One is tall and skinny, the
other short and stout.

“You’re all Mrs. Walters?” Well, that explains how she’s always in that
window. I mean, there’ve been times when me and Mama were leaving the
grocery store and Mrs. Walters was only just entering, yet she’d still be
sitting in that window when we got home. Used to creep me out.

“That’s right,” says Short Witch. “We could only get our hands on one
fake ID to be in this city, being wanted criminals and all—”



“Shh!” Tall Witch shivers. “There you go tellin’ all our business. She
works for the Bureau, remember? She could turn us in.”

I glance between them. Did she really just say criminals?

Short Witch rolls her eyes. “Well, we leaving, ain’t we? Besides, being a
magician and all, I reckon this girlie’s got much bigger concerns than four
witches on the run.”

“But you guys were wrongfully accused, right?” I laugh nervously. “Like,
you didn’t actually do anything . ..”

None of them quite meet my eyes. That answers that.

I take another glance around the room. “Didn’t you say there are four of
you?”

Tall Witch leans her head back and laughs. “That’s Dottie over there in
the jar.”

“The frog?” I ask, eyes wide.

“That’s right,” says Short Witch. “House rules say you cheat, you get an
hour in the jar. So I do hope you know how to play fair.”

I swallow. What in the world have I been dragged into?

“Why don’t you go over to the desk and pick out a deck of cards,” says
the Mrs. Walters who answered the door.

“They’re cursed,
right?”

Tall Witch nods. “One of the nastiest curses there’s ever been. Imagine
being ripped out of your body and forced to live on forever as a spirit, half in
this world and half in the next, a flickering shadow of what you once were.”

Can
hold a mean grudge too. Punishments for losing will be extra nasty next time
we play if the turn isn’t ended correctly.”

I play my best card, another ace, this one with a screaming-face symbol.

Short Witch and Tall Witch both sulk, unable to beat my card.

But First Witch smiles. “Ace of Horrors, eh?” She slams down a black
card with a skull and crossbones. “Ace of Dangers.”

If Witch’s Spades is anything like real spades, then I’ve just lost. I wince,
waiting for whatever comes next. The lights flicker overhead and sparks of



electricity shoot across the table.

“Ouch!” shouts Short Witch, jumping back.

Tall Witch yelps and shakes her hand. “Danger cards are always the
worst.”

Their eyes turn to me. The electricity from the table skips over my
fingers.

“All right, listen up. You’re gonna wanna take two rights and then a left.

The moment we’re alone, I say, “There’s so much I need to tell you.”



Maria flushes, her blue eyes focusing on something over my shoulder. I
turn to find it’s a guy in medical scrubs—a Senior Cursebreaker. “Sorry,
Amari—I’m supposed to help with Quinton right now. The cursebreakers
need me to talk to your brother while they perform a few tests.”

“Oh,” I say.

“But don’t worry,” Maria adds. “We’ll have plenty of time tomorrow to
catch up on everything. Just the two of us. Try to enjoy yourself until then,
okay?”

As nice as that sounds, I don’t know how much time I have before Cozmo
tries to make me accept the Crown again. I glance at the cursebreaker, then
back at Maria. It’s not like I can just blurt out League stuff in front of a
stranger. Especially here at the Bureau.

I don’t have much of a choice but to do as she says. “Promise we’ll talk
tomorrow?”

“Promise,” she says.

Told us
Bane’s office was taking over the investigation and that we aren’t allowed to
come back.”

“Same question we’re all asking,” says Magnus. “But Chief Crowe says
that Harlowe speaks for the Prime Minister.”

“It’s all more than a wee bit odd,” says Fiona. “Director Rub-Ish
suddenly retires from Half Truths and Full Cover-Ups without so much as a



warning, and out of nowhere Harlowe gets the job? On Bane’s
recommendation? She’s never even run an outpost before.”

“Did you find anything before Harlowe showed up?” I glance between
Magnus and Fiona. “Maybe something that proves a magician didn’t cause
the time freeze?”

“Let’s just say that particular point caused some friction between the
departments,” says Magnus, shifting uncomfortably. “We all agree this time
freeze shouldn’t be possible. But whereas Magical Science reckons that not
even a magician could keep a spell like that going for this long, the agents
think the more impossible it seems, the more it proves it had to be a
magician.”

The card begins to fold and twist in my hand until it’s the shape of a star.
It’s got tiny prongs on the back.

“Amari!” Elsie whisper-shouts. “You got invited to the Elites?”

“Um, I think so.” I show her the star. “What kind of club is it?”



“A prestige club—it means you have to be asked to join. The Elites is
supposed to be the most exclusive in the whole Bureau. I can’t think of
anyone who’s been invited in only their second summer.”

I sit down to think. “The invite makes it sound like really important
members of the Bureau will be there. This is our chance to find out what the
Bureau really thinks about the time freeze!”

Elsie crosses her arms. “Don’t you think it’s a little strange for you to
suddenly go from being uninvited to summer camp to being chosen for the
most exclusive junior club all in the same day?”

“Maybe,” I say.

AFTER DINNER, ELSIE AND I FOLLOW THE LARGE CROWD of juniors down to the
Special Events floor, where the Club Fair is being held. I feel my jaw drop at
the sight of the massive ballroom completely transformed. It looks like a
giant street fair—Xkids in tall wooden booths holding up colorful homemade
signs and passing out flyers as other kids walk from booth to booth around
the floor.

The rows of booths are packed in tight, lining both sides of walkways that
branch off in different directions. Farther into the ballroom, these give way to
large tents with fancy electric signs displaying club names like Young
Detectives and Deep-Sea Explorers. Beyond those, at the opposite end of the
room, is a huge red tent with gold trim. The invitation to the Elites said to

If
we’re good enough to be Elites on our own, imagine what we could do
together.”

“I’ll think about it,” I
say, trying to play it cool.

He was being mentored by
VanQuish, even helped with the capture of the fake Moreau a few years
back.”

I
grin at my blushing best friend.

“Can’t you read my aura?” I tease.

“You know I can only see how you’re feeling, not what you’re thinking.”

I laugh. “I was just thinking that you seemed pretty dazzled by Tristan
Davies.”

No sooner do I say the word than orange-and-
black fur grows out from the scarf, until my entire neck is covered in thick
tiger fur. It’s so cozy.

“You can name any animal in the jungle, and
the best part is, no actual critters were harmed to make it!”

I couldn’t help but accept one of her flyers after that. Farther down the
walkway are even more fun clubs, like the Thrill Seekers, who travel on the
weekends to the supernatural world’s most dangerous places, and do things
like sneak through booby-trapped tombs deep inside the pyramids or go
hiking in the Famished Forest with its carnivorous trees.

Elsie steers me clear of some kid named Arthur, who’s standing in front
of the VanQuish Fan Club booth, explaining that if he were to catch sight of
Quinton’s little sister we’d never get away. We make a brief stop at the
TruthTellers club to say hello to Julia Farsight. She’s wearing a Unite for
UnWanteds T-shirt and explains that they have a podcast and do livestreams
where they fight for those who can’t fight for themselves.

Elsie and I promise to come to a
meeting.

The Young Detectives club is reserved for Junior Agents. They

I'd
love to join, but they meet nearly every evening and I’ve already got my
hands full with this investigation.

When we reach the international clubs with kids visiting here from other
Bureaus, Elsie and I get quiet. It’s another reminder that she’s leaving. And
though I’d never admit it to her, I don’t know if I’'m okay with that.

“I, um, should probably go over and introduce myself to the London
kids,” says Elsie. “Since I’ll be there next summer.”

“Yeah,” I say. “That’s probably a good idea.”

A lonely feeling settles over me as I watch her go. I honestly don’t know
what I’ll do without her.

Thankfully, I don’t get long to dwell on it because suddenly the lights go
dim. A booming drumroll echoes throughout the ballroom.

In fact, we have one
junior here today who is almost single-handedly responsible for ending the
hybrid attacks and stopping Moreau and Dylan Van Helsing’s villainous plot.
A special round of applause for Amari Peters!”

My cheeks burn as the room thunders with cheers and clapping in my
honor. I sneak a glance at Director Van Helsing, who’s practically sneering.
He’s never made it a secret how he feels about me. You’d think that after
learning two of his kids—Dylan and Maria—are magicians, he’d be willing
to change his opinion.

“. .. it seems that our classroom is just as split on the issue of UnWanteds
as the rest of our world is. But one voice we haven’t heard is that of the
Bureau’s very own magician. Amari, is there anything you wanted to say to
the class?”

“Are you saying they knew the attack was coming?” I ask. “You don’t
think they caused the time freeze, do you?”

Elsie shrugs. “All I’m saying is it’s an awfully big coincidence, don’t you
think?”

“But neither of them can cast a spell,” I say. “Even if they could, that
doesn’t explain why the time freeze didn’t affect me.”

“Well, they’re definitely hiding something,” she says.

“But it was to
defend myself against a bully who wanted to beat me up. Does that mean it’s
still wrong?”

“Some spells can only be used to hurt or punish, and we call those foul
magick spells,” says Maria. “For a fair magician, self-defense means
defending yourself, but it stops short of punishing your attacker.”

I think back to last summer. That spell didn’t just stop Lara from
punching me, it went further than that. Much further. It cast an illusion of her
worst nightmare, bad enough to bring her to tears.

“I understand,” I say in a small voice.

Maria shifts uncomfortably, her voice pained. “Lara told me what
happened between you two.

“Think
of this flame as you. You’re burning with the will to be a good magician. But
look around at the darkness surrounding the flame. It’s always there,
tempting, waiting for your resolve to falter. Being good is a choice, Amari.
And it’s one you have to keep making, again and again. No matter how hard
it gets. However tempting it is to let the darkness win.”

I know what kind of magician—no, what kind of person I want to be.

“I will be a good
magician. Even if I’'m forced to wear the Crown.”

“Crown?” says Maria. “What crown?”

I’m confused. “I thought that since you’re part of the League, you knew
about Cozmo’s offer.”



Maria leans forward and takes hold of both my hands. “What offer,
Amari?”

“It’s what I was trying to tell you. Why it’s so important I end the time
freeze.”

I tell her everything.

“He had no right to ask that of you.” Maria is red-faced and furious. “And
then to threaten you! You aren’t ready for magic like that—it’s too
dangerous. You’re too young.” She looks at me seriously. “Promise me
you’ll let me deal with Cozmo.”

I’ve never seen her like this. I nod and say, “I promise.”



"T'URNS OUT, LEARNING MAGIC ISN'T NEARLY AS FUN AS IT sounds. Maria spent
the rest of the class teaching me to concentrate. Which I thought I was
already pretty good at, but with magic it’s not so much your thoughts you
have to control, but your feelings. Controlling your emotions is the key to
controlling your magic.

Once our last class of the day is done, all Junior Agents are supposed to
meet back in the Junior Agent Room for dismissal. But since I’'m the only



person who wasn’t in Agent Fiona’s Supernatural Ability practice, I'm the
first one there. As I wait for the others, I think about what Maria had to say
about the Crown of Vladimir. Deep down, I knew something seemed off
about the whole thing.

The steward walks over and pulls out a platform that holds two golden
rings. He brings the rings to Dylan. “Nature relies on balance, and magic is
no different.

L ATER THAT NiGHT, I FOCUS ON THE GREAT GAME. There’s no way to know
what the second challenge will be, but I can still learn to defend myself in
case I come face-to-face with Dylan. It’s why I’m sitting in bed hunched over
the Responsible Weatherist spell book. I've got one of Elsie’s best inventions,
the sneakandle, right up against the wall.

I feel myself drifting off to sleep
when Elsie shakes me awake.

“It’s a restricted floor,” Elsie answers. “Like Blackstone Prison. You
won’t find it listed in Ins and Outs and In-Betweens of the Bureau.”

Arthur crosses his arms. “You’d only be admitting what we already
know. I’d put my VanQuish stash up against yours any day.”

“I’m not a member of VanQuish,” I cut in.

the extended collection. VanQuish 2.0.”

I try to keep my disappointment from showing.

“It’s okay,” he laughs. “I know it’s pretty basic compared to kids with



fancy badges.”

I glance at the second hand as it rounds the nine. I can squeeze in one
more question. “How did Elsie figure out your department?”

“Because I told her.” His face reddens. “It was either that or give up my
super-rare, still-in-the-box Junior Agent edition Quinton Peters action
figure.”

Elsie just grins. “I keep telling people not to make bets with me, but they
never listen.”

As the clock strikes twelve, a loud click sounds and the clock face swings
open like a door, revealing the entrance to a ticking room where clocks of all
sizes cover the walls. Arthur leads us inside, and my head whips around at all
the clocks, each with a shiny gold plaque underneath.

“Welp,” says Arthur. “This is the clock room. Every major city has its
own clock, and by watching them we can tell if there’s been a disturbance in
that city or the surrounding areas. The clocks are really precise and will even
alert us to something as small as a freeze grenade going off for a few
seconds.”

I blow out a frustrated sigh. “Point me to a restroom?”

“Right around the corner,” he says.

He claims that
his werewolf pack caught Vladimir and Moreau in a surprise attack
and would have succeeded in capturing them both had Moreau not
stopped time and frozen the entire wolf pack in place. The spell
supposedly had no effect on Moreau and Vladimir, and so they were
able to escape.

A chill runs down my back. The spell had no effect on the Night
Brothers, just like it had no effect on me. Whatever happened back then is the
same thing happening now.
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AFTER SLEEPWALKING THROUGH MY MORNING CLASSES, the plan was for me
and Elsie to come back to our dorm at lunch to take a nap. But while Elsie’s
over there snoring away, I’'m not so lucky. Every time I close my eyes,
thoughts of Thomas Fletcher and the Night Brothers race through my head.
Elsie and Arthur both sided with Director Wenn when I showed them
Titans of Time, Volume II. They think it can’t possibly be a true story,
because if the Night Brothers had powers like that, wouldn’t they have gone



around freezing time whenever they got into trouble? They’d have easily won
the Ancient War.

And they’ve got a point. But I keep thinking about Thomas Fletcher’s
claim that the time freeze was magician-safe just like the current freeze.

I think the reason it worries me so much is because it would mean a
magician really did cause the time freeze.

To put ourselves first and
lash out at whatever is causing our discomfort? The only way to truly
master the weather is to first master yourself. It’s true that foul
magick is the quickest path to achieving the impossible, but take
heed: To delve too deep is to lose yourself entirely. You risk the
magic becoming your master instead.

I bite my lip—I’m sure I can control my emotions. I can stop myself from
going too far. So I'll test what he says.

If my choices are fear and anger, then I choose fear, because I know
exactly what scares me most. Dylan. The Great Game. Quinton never waking
up. I keep those thoughts in my head, even as they make me squirm with
unease. Fingers trembling, I point across the room, demanding the wind obey
me. Go!

And then jump as a breeze ruffles Elsie’s hair.

After lunch break, I make it to the training gym just as Agent Fiona is
shutting the door.
“Cutting it close, Peters,” says Fiona.



“Sorry.” I duck inside.

Lara is on the far side of the gym, sitting cross-legged on the training mat
with the others. She’s already got my Sky Sprints out of my locker for me, so
I plop down beside her. I’m right in the middle of explaining what Elsie and I
learned about this Thomas Fletcher guy when Tristan comes up behind us.

“Heard people are calling you two VanQuish 2.0,” he says with a laugh.
“Given how VanQuish 1.0 ended up, is that really such a compliment?”

Lara whirls around to face him, jabbing a finger into his chest. “You
ungrateful jerk! They were your mentors and now you talk about them like
that?”

“Back off, Van Helsing,” calls Agent Fiona. “There’ll be plenty of
chances to make googly eyes at one another after class.”

Tristan and Bear howl with laughter.

Lara is red-faced as she watches them cross the gym to take spots next to
their friends. “I hate him so much.”

“He’s pretty hateable,” I say.

“All of ye pay attention,” Agent Fiona shouts, her voice ringing off the
walls. “Self-defense is an essential skill for a Junior Agent. The baddies ye
face during Field Training won’t care that you’re only teenagers. That’s why
your Stun Sticks and Sky Sprints are so important—"

The doors swing open and our heads swing around to find Director
Harlowe leading a large group of supernaturals holding cameras and
microphones into the gym. It must be more folks from the press. “Amari,
dear!” She waves me over.

I glance to Agent Fiona. Her expression is sour, but she just sighs and
says, “Go on, Peters—see what the buzzard wants.”

My shoulders slump and I keep my head down as I go. Out of the corner
of my eye, I can see Tristan fuming at the attention I'm getting. Like this is
something I want—I’d trade places in a heartbeat.

Harlowe steps forward to throw an arm over my shoulder, pulling me
close before leaning in to whisper, “Remember to play nice, or there will be
consequences. Now smile.”

I grit my teeth and grin. Cameras flash in my face.

Harlowe clears her throat. “Some have accused our Prime Minister of
carrying out a grudge with his new policies. But that couldn’t be further from
the truth. All evidence points to the fact that magicians can’t help their
selfish, and often dangerous, impulses. But through his steady leadership and



guiding hand, Prime Minister Bane has shown that not all magicians are a
lost cause. And Amari here is the proof. She is Supernatural Investigations’
brightest young star!”

I want to call Harlowe the liar she is—the only reason she and Bane care
anything about me is that I’'m popular. But telling this lady about herself
would only make her angry, and that would only mean more trouble for me
and Maria. So, as much as I hate it, I keep smiling.

“Good, good,” says Harlowe, patting me on the head. It takes everything
in me not to knock away her hand. “Go back and join the others.”

“I’d love to see Amari in action,” shouts a reporter.

The crowd oohs.

“How about a duel?” blurts Tristan.

Fiona scoffs and waves him off.

Even Harlowe seems eager to avoid it. “Come now, we’ve interfered with
the lesson enough already.”

But Tristan, seeming bolder, gets to his feet and suggests, “I’m sure these
reporters want to see what Supernatural Investigations’ brightest star can do.
Bear and I will take on . . . what do you two call yourselves? VanQuish 2.0?”

“We don’t call ourselves that!” I say.

But the press is already scribbling excitedly on their notepads.

Agent Fiona shakes her head. “That’s hardly a fair match. Davies has
more experience than the both of them combined.”

“Not to worry, instructor,” says Tristan, “I’ll go easy on them. In fact, I’ll
keep one hand behind my back the whole time. Unless they’re scared, of
course.”

“You’re on!” shouts Lara, standing to meet the challenge. I agree with
Agent Fiona and Director Harlowe that this is a terrible idea, but I’'m
supposed to have my partner’s back. So I get up too.

Harlowe frowns. “I’m afraid I really must insist—"

But Tristan starts twirling his Stun Stick around his fingers and posing,
and the reporters start to cheer him on.

“Peters? Van Helsing?” Agent Fiona puts her hands on her hips. “Are ye
sure about this?”

I pull Lara aside before she can answer. As much as I don’t want to put
on a show for these cameras, I also don’t want Tristan’s smug face to shine
either. “We can still back out.”

“I don’t want to back out,” she hisses. “You heard what he said about



Quinton and Maria. We can’t let him get away with that.”

“But—"

“If we don’t stand up for our siblings, who will?” Lara cuts in. “Are you
with me or not?”

I blow out a sigh. “With you.”

Lara nods, and we turn to face the others. “We’re in.”

“Very well,” says Fiona, shaking her head.

Harlowe has come over now. She yanks me away from the others and
whispers, “Don’t you dare embarrass me. You’d better win, or else.”

I swallow. “Or else what?”

No answer comes.

Turns out duels take place in midair over a giant ball pit. The rules are
simple: don’t get zapped by an opponent’s Stun Stick. Agent Fiona gives us
five minutes to plan a strategy.

Tristan saunters over and grins. “You two are new, so I'll let you in on a
little secret—I never lose.”

“First time for everything,” I mutter.

Lara nods. “Remember those words when I’'m dancing over you.”

Tristan nearly doubles over laughing. “This is going to be so much fun.”

Once he’s back on his side of the ball pit, Lara asks, “You know the
Helsing Technique, right? From last summer?”

“Kinda,” I say. “I only did it once, and we were on the ground.”

“Don’t worry, it’s the same steps. Just leave Tristan to me.”

I doubt the Helsing Technique will be as simple in the air. But the girl is
determined, so I’'m going to give it my best shot. Not that I’ve got much
choice with Harlowe and these reporters watching.

Each team climbs the tall ladders at opposite ends of the ball pit. I reach
down, power on my Sky Sprints, and then step out onto open air, Lara taking
a spot beside me. I glance down at all the cushy colorful balls below. How
long will it be before I’m crashing down into them?

I shake the doubts from my head. We can do this.

Once Tristan and Bear take to the air on the other end, Agent Fiona blows
her whistle to begin.

Lara and I start the Helsing Technique, her family’s Stun Stick strategy—
it’s constant motion from side to side so your opponent can never get a clear
shot at you. It’s tricky because the footstep patterns change at odd times. So
once your opponent thinks they can predict where you’ll be, suddenly you’re



headed in a different direction and you can zap them instead.

But the thing that only dawns on me as Tristan begins to float higher and
higher is just how much of an advantage flying gives him. It’s no wonder he
wins all the time. We can only move side to side, but he can move in any
direction.

Bear realizes at the same time we do that Tristan is completely
abandoning him to take up a spot near the ceiling. His own supernatural
ability, which allows him to understand any language he hears, isn’t much
help in a duel. He screws up his face, staring helplessly as Lara and I move
closer. Outnumbered, he charges at us, running through the air at full speed.

But Lara’s superhuman athleticism allows her to sprint past him before he
even realizes what’s happened. She lands a perfectly aimed Stun Stick blast
right in the center of his back.

Bear’s muscles lock up and he tumbles down into the ball pit below
howling with laughter as the tickling power takes effect.

One down, one to go.

Now that Bear is out of the way, Tristan descends to a height just above
us. The only downside of Lara’s sprint to take down Bear is that now we’re
on opposite sides of the ball pit, with Tristan right in the middle of us.

It might feel like we have the advantage—if only Tristan wasn’t grinning
so hard. And suddenly I realize our mistake: Lara and I can’t do the Helsing
Technique if we aren’t anywhere near each other.

Tristan begins to twirl in the air, faster and faster, sending out Stun Stick
blasts one after the other. They come so fast that it’s all Lara and I can do just
to dodge them.

The only thing saving me is that most of the shots are aimed at Lara.
Which makes sense because she’s clearly the bigger threat. As he spins closer
and closer to her side of the room, shots stop coming my way entirely.
They’re all aimed at her.

Soon even she can’t move fast enough to avoid them. I try to aim a few
shots at Tristan, but I’'m so far away they don’t even come close. Seconds
later Lara goes tumbling into the ball pit below and my heart sinks.

Tristan stops spinning and strikes a pose for the cameras. “I’m the next
star of Supernatural Investigations. Peters is just a phony who’ll never get out
of her brother’s shadow.”

I point my Stun Stick, and this time I’'m the one charging. If I’'m going
down, I’'m going down trying.



Tristan waits until I get right up close, letting me fire my Stun Stick. He
drops below me and the shot sails over his head. Next thing I know, he zips
around me and rips off my left Sky Sprint. I lose my balance and flip upside
down, hanging in the air by the one Sky Sprint I've still got on.

Worst of all, my Stun Stick slips out of my hand and falls into the ball pit.
I’'m stuck, dangling in midair. Tristan points to laugh at me, then it feels like
the whole training gym is joining in. I’ve never felt so embarrassed.

I let out a loud, angry shout—not just for this failure, but for everything
that’s gone horribly wrong this summer. I’ve already lost a Great Game
challenge. I’m still nowhere near ending the time freeze, even with today’s
progress. My best friend is leaving me behind. Quinton may never get better.
And maybe worst of all, I’'m a total fraud—a smiling face that Harlowe and
Bane can use to justify their cruelty.

Stop laughing at me! 1 ball my fists and suddenly warmth fills my chest—
the way it does whenever I cast an illusion.

Someone screams.

Swirling black clouds swell to fill the air above us. Booming thunder
nearly makes me jump out of my skin, and bright flashes of lightning charge
the air. Wind howls through the training gym, carrying equipment through
the air.

I’'m too shell-shocked to even move.

“Peters!” calls Agent Fiona from the edge of the ball pit. “Are ye doing
this?”

Still hanging upside down by one Sky Sprint, I nod, dumbstruck.

“Well, can ye make it stop?”

I close my eyes. Storm, please stop. Like right now.

BOOM! A crack of lightning strikes the lockers on the edge of the room
so hard my heart skips. That’s when I’'m forced to admit the truth. “I don’t
know how.”

“Was afraid you’d say that,” she replies. “Take off the other Sky Sprint
and drop into the ball pit. We’re evacuating to the hallway.”

“Why is
this competition so cruel? Isn’t it supposed to be about finding out who’s the
better magician?”

“But that’s exactly what it is doing,” Dylan calls. “Finding out which one
of us is willing to do whatever’s necessary to win.”

“If you’re unwilling to participate,” says Cozmo, “then simply toss Dylan
one of your rings and let us get on with the business of fighting back.”

I shake my head. Either way it gives my magic to Dylan to use against the
Bureau.
