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LEO

W e’re twenty-three minutes into the State Championship game.
We’re playing Simeon, an athletic powerhouse stocked with
muscle-bound behemoths who look like they started shaving in the second
grade, and who might have been born with a basketball in their hands.

I already am a fucking star.

Bell takes the ball up the court, trying to drive past me. He does some fancy
dancing with his giant feet in his vintage Jordans. It doesn’t faze me for a
second—I keep my eye on his navel. Like my dad always says, you can’t go
anywhere without your bellybutton.

Without even looking at the ball, I slap it away from him with my left hand,
knocking it over to my right. I plow past him in the opposite direction,
sprinting for the basket. Their guard tries to block me, and I pull up short,
sending a gorgeous arcing shot over his grasping fingers.

We head back to the locker room so the coach can tell us how we fucked
up, and how we’re supposed to fix it in the second half. I’'m barely listening
to him—I’ve watched more game tape from before I was born than this guy
has ever seen. He’s just a teacher who happens to have the best damn player
in the country on his team.

I gulp down a lukewarm cup of Gatorade, while listening to the pounding
beat of “Billie Jean” emanating from the gym. I’ve seen Anna practice this
number a dozen times, but I still wish I was out there to see her do it live, in
costume, in front of all these people.

I
haul myself up, breath wheezing in my lungs, and whirl around to face him.

I take a foul too, of course, but I don’t give a fuck. Bell’s eyes are already
swelling up as he takes his place at the free-throw line.

Bell makes the first but misses the second, blinded by the pain in his face. I
laugh to myself, quietly.

The buzzer rings to signal the end of the third quarter.

The coach immediately hauls me to the side, chewing me out for hitting
Bell like that.

“How many times have I told you not to lose your temper?” he bawls at me.
“Don’t you know the Kentucky coach is right up there in the stands
watching you? You think he wants some hothead on his team?”

“I think he wants the best,” I say, pushing past the coach so I can wipe my
face and chest down with a towel.

The last quarter is a fucking brawl. My team is pissed, the Wolverines are
even angrier. The ball turns over again and again as we battle for every
single point.

They score twice in
a row, almost catching up with us.

I don’t even bother to argue with the coach. He’s the one who’s gotten
emotional over that foul, and now he’s not thinking straight.

Instead, I wait till Chris Pellie gets his hands on the ball and I hiss at him,
“Forget what Coach said. You pass the ball to me.”

Pellie’s eyes get big in his face, so he looks like a little kid.

“You heard me. Throw me that ball, or I’ll break every finger you’ve got.”
Pellie gulps.

He takes his position behind the line.

Our point guard and shooting guard Barrett and Brown get ready for the
play they think we’re about to run.

Because the Wolverines are
running a full-court press, they’ve got their point guard and shooting guard
likewise waiting on our side of the court. That’s the two fastest dudes on
their team. The only ones who could possibly stop me.

Just like LeBron James, I’ve got the ball-handling skills to be a point guard,
but I’'m the biggest and the strongest, so I play power forward.

And just like LeBron, I’'m not some fucking decoy. I win championships,
end of story.

As the other players line up, I nod to Pellie.

Everybody is set up, the ref still has the ball. I’'m walking over all slow and
casual, standing upright, like I’'m barely gonna play.



The whistle blows. Teeth bared and eyes terrified, Pellie chucks me the ball.
The moment it touches my hands, I drop down into cheetah stance. Like a
sprinter, I’ve got all my weight loaded on my back leg. I take off like a
fucking rocket.

If the opposing point guards were back on defense, maybe they could try to
block me. They’ve got some decent speed. But they had no idea what was
about to happen. I blow past them before they can even blink.

The only people who could get in my way are a mile behind me now. The
Wolverines have already lost, and they don’t even know it.

Change of pace is a mindfuck in basketball.
Change of strategy is even worse.

Only three guys stand between me and the hoop. They’re stammering on
their feet, trying to set up some kind of defense, but they can’t understand
what I’'m doing. They didn’t expect anything like this.

Five seconds left. Four.

I can hear the coach screaming and waving his arms on the sidelines, red
with fury that I disobeyed him like that. It only makes me chuckle. That’s
what he gets for trying to hold me back.

I’'m going coast to coast like Danny Ainge in his ‘81 game. I’'m flying down
the court in six strides with these long legs that were meant for nothing
better than this.

This is reckless. Shocking. And fucking genius.

I don’t slow down for a second—I can’t lose my momentum. I charge right
at the small forward, and at the last second I juke around him.



Now I’ve got a choice: left or right.

I he underground fight club of Moscow is literally underground, in

The shouts of the crowd echo down the tunnel where the train tracks are
overgrown with weeds and clogged with discarded hypodermic needles.
You can still see the remains of faded billboards plastered on the curved
walls, advertising products that haven’t been sold since the fall of the Soviet
Union. Over that, layer upon layer of graffiti in dripping spray paint.

It’s chilly down here, at least ten degrees colder than at street level. I keep
my hoodie on until the last moment, so my muscles stay warm.

“Who are you fighting?” Armen asks me.

He’s smoking a cigarette, even though he’s supposed to fight in a minute
himself.

“Chelovek,” I say.
“He’s pretty big,” Armen says.
“Pretty fuckin’ slow, too.”

Armen takes a long drag, exhaling the blue smoke up to the vaulted
ceilings, then crushes the butt under his heel.



“I’ll bet on you,” he says, as if he’s doing me a favor.
“I’m not betting on you,” I tell him.

Armen laughs. “That’s why you’re rich and I’'m broke.”
“Dmitry!” Boris shouts. “You’re up.”

I’'m the first fight of the night. When I’m fighting, I use my Russian name. I
use it for most everything when I’m in Moscow.

I strip off my hoodie, baring my body to the cold. The chill feels like an
electric current against my skin. I can smell the scent of Armen’s cheap
cigarette and the damp mold of the subway tunnel. Also the sweat of the
fifty or so men crowded on the platform, and the tang of alcohol from the
flasks in their jackets.

There’s no ring. We fight in a chalk circle. If we step outside the circle, the
spectators will shove us back in again.

Boris is the event organizer. He’s not Bratva himself, though he works for
them. He’s skinny with a shaved head and spacers in both ears, wearing a
long coat with a fur collar. His best attribute is his loud, raspy voice that
cuts over the noise of the crowd, no microphone required.

I step into the circle, bouncing lightly on my toes. I’'m wearing only a pair
of trunks now, and flat sneakers. My hands are taped.

Chelovek strolls into the other side of the circle. I haven’t fought him
before, but I know who he is. He’s got a thatch of ginger hair shaved into a
Mohawk, and a tattoo of a snake-ridden skull sprawled across his chest. He
goes by Ryzhiy Chelovek, which basically means Copper-Top.

We’re about the same height, a little over 6°2. While I’m lean and wiry, he’s
beefy to the point of softness. In real boxing he’d be way outside my weight
class. In the underground fights, they just call this a “Thick and Thin.”

We face off against each other. He raises his fists up under his chin,
shoulders hunched. I stand exactly as I am, with my arms at my sides.

I haven’t fought Chelovek before. I’ve seen how he moves, though. In fact,
I can tell what sort of fighter he’ll be just by the way he walked into the



ring: brash, swaggering, and overconfident.

Sure enough, as soon as Boris blows his whistle Chelovek comes at me
with both fists flying, thinking that if he can land a solid punch I’ll go down
hard.

I duck the blows easily. Left, right, left, left, right, right.
Jesus, he’s so predictable. I can see each punch coming from a mile away.

He’s already breathing hard. Either he smokes like Armen or he’s been
neglecting his cardio. Probably the latter. That’s why he’s so soft around the
middle.

I duck down and give him a sharp punch to the gut, testing his muscle tone.
He grunts and exhales hard. He’s neglected his crunches too, apparently.

I can hear the spectators shouting their bets. Those who bet on Chelovek
initially are now trying to hedge. But the numbers aren’t as much in his
favor anymore.

I can see my father’s friend Danyl standing at the edge of the ring. He’s got
his hands tucked in his pockets, smiling toothily. I'm sure he knew better
than to bet against me.

Of course my father isn’t here himself to watch me win. He never comes to
my fights. It takes a lot more than that to get him to leave the house.

I block another haymaker from Chelovek, and he hits me in the side with a
left hook. I feel an unpleasant bending of the ribs, and I hunch over enough
that his next blow catches me in the ear, making my head ring.

That pisses me off, but I don’t let my anger get the better of me. I shove it
down, like coal in a furnace. I want the rage to fuel me, without letting the
fire run wild.

I watch for my opening.
Left, right, left, left—

This time I interrupt Chelovek’s sequence with an uppercut to the jaw. His
teeth click together hard and his head snaps back. He stumbles back on his



heels, dazed and pained.

I pursue the advantage, hitting him twice in the body and again in the head.
Now I know his ears are ringing, worse than mine.

Chelovek spits a little blood onto the platform, raising his fists once more,
steadying himself.

He comes at me slower now, more carefully. He learned his lesson. Or at
least, he thinks he did.

I could wear him down like this. Let him tire himself out while I duck his
blows. He doesn’t have the stamina to keep it up for long.

But I made my own bet on the fight. I’ve got to knock him out in the first
round.

Only twenty-two seconds left, according to the count I’m keeping in my
head.

If I want the KO, I’ll have to set a trap.

Chelovek is annoyed and embarrassed. He wants to hit me. If I offer a
tempting bait, he’ll jump at it.

I send a couple quick jabs at his face, popping him lightly on the nose to
piss him off even more. Then I hold my fists high, exposing that same right
side to his left hook.

Sure enough, Chelovek swings hard for my ribs. He hits me in the same
place as before, and this time I hear a pop and I feel the sickening hot burn
of a rib cracking.

It doesn’t matter. I’ve already sent a right cross rocketing down toward his
jaw. I hit him in the exact spot where the jawbone meets the skull. I can feel
the bone separating. I watch the whole bottom half of his face pop out of
alignment.

Chelovek doesn’t feel it. He’s already unconscious before he hits the
ground. He goes down like a tree, straight and wooden, unable to even put
his hands up.



The winners shout in triumph, and even those who lost their bets can’t help
howling.

I stand tall in the ring, refusing to acknowledge the pain in my side.
Boris grabs my fist and hoists it aloft.

“Once again, Dmitry Yenin takes the win! That’s six matches now, still
undefeated!”

Boris stuffs a wad of bills in my hand, my winnings from the fight.

I don’t care about forty thousand rubles. I won ten times that amount betting
on myself. I’ll collect it from Danyl later.

Still, I stuff the money in the pocket of my shorts.
I wince a little as I bend down to pick my hoodie up off the concrete.

Armen is smoking again, while bouncing lightly on his toes to warm up.
He’s taken off his hoodie and sweatpants, revealing a truly stunning pair of
silk shorts emblazoned with a gold tiger across the crotch.

“Not bad,” he says to me. “Glad I put a whole two thousand on you.”
“Bet Chelovek wishes he did, too.”

“I think Chelovek wishes he never crawled out of his mother’s cunt,”
Armen says, snorting with wheezy laughter.

“Good luck,” I tell him.

“You’re not staying to watch me fight?”

“Nah. You got everything you need to win.”

“Really?” Armen says.

“Yeah. Except speed, stamina, and technique.”

Armen stares at me for a second, then bursts out laughing again.
“Get the fuck outta here,” he snorts.

“You got those shorts at least,” I say.



“That I do.” Armen grins.

I head back down the tunnel, walking along the deserted tracks. I hear
Boris’s whistle signaling the start of Armen’s match, and the shouts as his
backers cheer him on. The noise fades away as I round a curve in the
tunnel.

I pass the staircase that would take me back up to street level. I prefer to
walk down to the old Park Kul’tury station and go up from there. This is a
more direct route, cutting under the Moskva River. Plus, I like it down in
the tunnels. It’s dark and quiet. At some points you can hear the vibration
and rushing sounds of the trains passing by on parallel tracks that are still
operational.

He’s wearing a jacket
with nothing underneath, so his skinny chest is bare. He’s got scabs on his
face and body, and I can tell from the stiff way he walks that his feet are
swollen. The effects of Krokodil.

The government has tried to stamp it out a dozen times, but it always pops
up again. It’s just so cheap to make. You can cook it in your kitchen with
shit bought from pharmacies and hardware stores: hydrochloric acid, paint
thinner, and phosphorous scraped off the side of a matchbox.

It’s an imitation of heroin, just as addictive. The only downside is the way
your flesh rots away from the injection site, and your brain starts to atrophy
inside your skull. Which doesn’t lead to the best decision-making.

Which is why this fucker thinks it’s a good idea to talk to me.
“That a new iPhone?” he demands, eying my phone greedily.
I stop walking, turning to face him slowly.

“You want to fuck off now,” I tell him. I slip the phone into my pocket, so
my hands are free. While I’'m doing that, I close my fingers around the
smooth handle of my switchblade instead.

Without that faint blue light, the tunnel is even dimmer. It doesn’t matter.
I’m sure I can see better than the three junkies.

They’re all standing now, fanning out silently so the woman is in front of
me, the two men trying to flank me.

“Give us the phone,” the second man hisses.

The problem with fighting these three is that I have no idea what diseases
they might be carrying. One scratch from an uncut fingernail and I could
get hepatitis.



So as they close in around me, I plan to end it quick.

The guy on the right charges first. I send him right back again with a kick to
the chest. The second guy isn’t as lucky. I press the button to flick out my
blade while it’s already whistling through the air toward his torso. I stab
him right in the liver with medical precision, then jerk the blade back before
I get any blood on me. It still splashes down on the toe of my sneaker.

He drops to his knees, groaning.

That takes the steam out of the other two.

The girl raises her hands, blubbering, “We don’t want any trouble.”
“Then fuck off like I said,” I tell her coldly.

She grabs the duffle bag and scrambles off down the tunnel, the opposite
direction I was walking.

The guy I kicked looks at his fallen friend, then at me. He runs off after the
girl, abandoning the man I stabbed.

I ignore him too, continuing on down the tunnel.

He’ll probably bleed to death, but the thought doesn’t disturb me any more
than the knowledge that every butterfly you see will be dead in a month’s
time. That’s the cycle of life—junkies die young, from the drugs, the
company they keep, or trying to rob the wrong person in a tunnel.

I continue on my way, until I reach the staircase up to Krymskiy Proyezd.
Spring in Moscow is hell.

There’s a word the Russians use to describe it: slyakot, which means “slush
mud.” That’s partly why I stayed down in the tunnels—so I wouldn’t have
to navigate the torrents of thick brown mud, stiff with ice crystals.

The roads in Moscow are always shit. In the springtime you have to worry
that you’re about to step through a slush drift into a pothole that will break
your ankle. The sidewalks become crowded with shuffling, slipping
pedestrians, and the traffic is worse than ever. The melting snowdrifts are
black from a whole winter’s worth of car exhaust.



Without any proper drainage system, the melted snow sits in stagnant
puddles. It’s rasputitsa—the time of the year “when roads stop existing.”

I hate Moscow.
I’m an American. I was born in Chicago. My mother is American.

And yet my father brought me here, back to the city he never liked himself.
Back to the environment so miserable that it drove my mother to drink
herself half to death, until the only way to save herself was to leave.

I’ll be leaving soon myself.

Going to the one place my father will support—the one thing he won’t view
as abandonment.

Finally I reach Korobeynikov Lane, where the slush has actually been
painstakingly cleared from the street for the benefit of the elite residents of
Noble Row. It’s a long, sandstone building divided into six luxury
residences, worth about twenty-one million each in American dollars.

That’s where I live with my father.

I would assume that the other five houses on Noble Row are bright and
clean inside, full of sparkling chandeliers and gleaming woodwork.

That’s not how our house looks. Not on the inside.

It’s dark, crowded, and filthy, because my father won’t allow any maids
inside. He won’t let anyone in the house but me. Not since my mother left.

He’s holed up in there like Howard Hughes, only leaving when he
absolutely has to handle his business in person. And he’s barely managing
that these days.

I open our front door, struck in the face by a waft of stale and dusty air. It
smells like the carpets haven’t been vacuumed in six years, which they
haven’t. It smells like the windows are never opened, and the walls are full
of mice.

It’s dark inside, almost as dark as the train tunnel. The heavy navy drapes
that hang floor to ceiling are all pulled shut. It’s as quiet as a tomb.



You can still see the remnants of my mother’s decorating from the time
when we first moved here, when I was a toddler and she still had the focus
and energy for projects.

I don’t actually remember that time, other than a few snippets—a few bright
flashes nestled in my memory like jewels. My mother with paint streaks on
her face, laughing and telling me not to ride my tricycle in the house. My
father coming home dressed nicely in a suit, bringing me a little bag of Tula
gingerbread, telling me to guess in which pocket it was hiding.

I can see the work she did—the blue floral wallpaper in the dining room.
The gold chandelier shaped like elkhorn. The soapstone fireplace with its
pile of white birch logs, never burned, never touched since.

All those rooms are filled with shit now. Piles of books stacked taller than I
stand. Piles of newspapers, too. Magazines, old bills, and receipts. And then
the boxes: things my father ordered and never even opened.

So many boxes. Telescopes and globes. Toasters and binoculars. Stationery,
photography equipment, power tools, and shoes. I couldn’t guess what’s in
half of them. I don’t know why my father started ordering all this crap. And
I don’t know why he piles it up on tables and chairs, never even bothering
to look at most of it.

I climb the long, curving staircase up to his office. He expects me to check
in when I get home at night.

I knock on the door, waiting for him to say, “Enter,” before I turn the knob.

He’s seated behind his vast walnut desk, dressed neatly in a dark suit with a
cleric collar. His ash-blond hair is combed back. He has carefully shaved
the side of his face that grows hair.

His hands are folded on the desktop in front of him—one smooth and pale,
one red and scarred. That hand doesn’t work as well as the other. The tissue
is so tough and knotted that he can’t even grip a pen.

My father is jarring to look at.

He’s so handsome and so ugly at the same time.



The left side of his face is beautiful almost to the point of femininity—his
eye a particular shade of blue that almost looks violet, striking against his
fair skin and white-blond hair.

The right side is a mass of blistered, discolored flesh, like a dry river
bottom baked and cracked by the sun. His hair is burned back to show a
patch of shiny skull, and he has no eyebrow on that side. Even the eye itself
is milky and pale. He can’t see out of it. His mouth twists up at the corner
as if he’s smirking, though he never actually is.

The scars run all the way down the right side of his body. Down his arm and
leg.

He looks like a strange kind of cyborg—part human, part something else.
Not a robot—a monster. Maybe “chimera” is the best term.

I’ve only ever seen him without a shirt on one time. He hates to be viewed
that way. He hates to be viewed any way, really.

He’s only become more sensitive about his appearance over time.

When I was small, he would let me sit on his lap and touch the roughly
wrinkled skin on his right hand.

By the time my mother left, he wouldn’t let her near him. They slept in
separate rooms so she wouldn’t even see him changing.

My father is a powerful man. He holds a high position within the Bratva—
the derzhatel obschaka, the bookkeeper. The head accountant for all illegal
dealings within the city of Moscow.

He has a team of men who work under him. He is subservient to only two
men at the Moscow high table.

And of course, like any criminal, he has enemies.

But it wasn’t his enemies who did this to him.

It was family.

All his deepest wounds have come from the people he loved.

He loved my mother once. Maybe he even loved me.



Not anymore.
He looks at me with his one good eye and that milky orb.

I used to think that my father’s dual appearance represented the good and
evil inside of him. The days when he was kind and brought me gingerbread,
and the days that he raged and threw my mother’s decorations against the
wall, smashing everything inside the house.

Now I think there is no devil and angel inside of people.

There’s only the appearance of good, and then what people actually are:
weak and flawed. Destined to hurt you in the end.

My father looks at my boxing trunks.

“You fought today?”

I nod.

“Did you win?”

“Of course,” I say.

“Of course,” my father mimics me. “You are arrogant.”
“It’s not arrogance if it’s true. I’ve never been beaten.”

My father snorts softly. “I sounded like you once,” he says. “Stupidity must
be universal at that age.”

His good eye flits down to the toe of my shoe, where the junkie’s blood
makes a dark stain on the dingy canvas.

“Your blood or his?” he says.
“Neither. Someone tried to rob me on the way home.”

My father nods without interest in hearing more. “They didn’t know who
your father was,” he says.

He’s not bragging, just making a simple statement of fact. No one would
attack the son of a Bratva on purpose.



He shoves something across the desk toward me. An envelope: heavy,
expensive, and slate gray in color.

“What’s that?” I say.
“Open it.”

I crack the wax seal keeping the flap closed. Then I slip out the dual sheets
of stationery, skimming down the ornate script.

“I was accepted,” I say.
“Danyl Kuznetsov recommended you.”

“T’1l call to thank him.”

“You’ll do more than that. He expects two years of labor from you after you
graduate.”

I nod. It’s a reasonable demand, considering the value of the favor.

Most students accepted to Kingmakers are from legacy families—those
where the father, the grandfather, and the great-grandfather all attended the
school.

My grandfather was part of a KGB task force, instructed to hunt down
Bratva. He only rose through the ranks of the organization once he defected.
The Bratva hated and distrusted him at first. He forced his way into their
world. He advanced through violence and ruthlessness.

Kingmakers is beyond exclusive. They’re scrupulous about who they allow
through their doors. Only those who can be trusted with the secrets of mafia
families from around the world are allowed to enter.

I scan the letter once more.

I look at my father’s face, searching for some hint of emotion: pleasure,
anticipation, pride.

I see nothing.

“I’m tired,” I tell him. “I’m going to bed early.”

He nods and turns back to the papers spread across his desk.
I go down the long, gloomy hallway to my bedroom.

I strip off my clothes and stand under the boiling hot shower spray for as
long as I can stand. I take my exfoliating sponge and I roughly scrape every
millimeter of my skin, cleansing it of the sweat from my fight, the filth
from the subway tunnels, and any possible hair or skin cells that might have
touched me from those fucking junkies.

I soap myself over and over, rinsing and then starting over once more.

I always make sure that I’m perfectly clean, that I smell of nothing more
offensive than soap. I do my own laundry, washing my clothes, my towels,
and my sheets every time that I use them.

I can’t stand the thought that I might accidentally smell as musty and
unkempt as this house.

The scent clings to everything I own.
I hate that smell.
I hate coming home.

When I’m finally clean, I slip beneath the fresh sheets I put on the bed this
morning.

I take a book from my nightstand, the one I’ve been reading the last three
nights: Midnight’s Children.

I open it up and begin to read, till the physical exhaustion of the fight
finally overtakes the frantic bustle of my brain.



Then I set the book down and let my eyelids drop, trying to remember only
the words on the page, and not let my mind wander.

I don’t want to think about anything in my real life.
That’s what books are for.

3 MONTHS LATER

t’s my last night sleeping in my own bed at home.
Tomorrow I leave for Kingmakers for the entire school year.

Once we’re at the school, we can’t come home again until the next summer.
It’s part of the security measures necessary when you’re bringing in
children of rival mafia families from all across the globe.

There’s no cellphones allowed on the island. No laptops or iPads.
You can use landlines to call out or you can write letters.

It’s strange, and it’s old-fashioned—it makes me feel more like I’'m going to
another world, rather than simply to another country.

I’ve never been away from my family before.

We live in a mansion way out on the edge of the city. This house is already
like our own secret world, away from everything else. The walls are so
high, and the trees are so thick that you wouldn’t think there was anyone
else within a hundred miles.

I love our house intensely. It has everything I need.

I’ve explored every inch of it from the time I was small. It’s so old that it
has dozens of tiny rooms and passageways. I used to climb into the
dumbwaiter and lower myself down all the way to the kitchen. Or go
through the secret hallway that runs from my father’s office out to the



astronomy tower. There’s laundry chutes and a hidden staircase from the
ballroom to the wine cellar.

And then there’s the attic. It’s stuffed with items left behind from five
previous generations of occupants: tarnished silver mirrors, old gowns,
record albums, jewelry, photographs, crumbling letters, yellowed lace
tablecloths, candles melted away and chewed by mice, ancient cribs, and
dusty bottles of perfume that still carry the remnants of fragrance.

I used to spend entire days up there, poking around in the moldy boxes,
examining objects and putting them back again.

My younger sister Cara loves it even more than I do. She likes to go up
there with a lamp and bag of apples so she can write in her little notebook
in the middle of two hundred years of history.

Cara thinks she’s a poet or an author or something. She’s always scribbling
away on some new project. She never lets us see it, though.

Her work is probably pretty good, or as good as it can be, coming from a
fourteen-year-old. Cara is brilliant, though most people don’t know it since
she’s so quiet. She got all of our mother’s sweetness, but not her
friendliness.

Whelan is the opposite. He’s loud and outspoken and brash, and sometimes
a little asshole. We all adore him regardless, ‘cause he’s the baby. But he
can be sneaky and mischievous. His explorations of the house usually end
with something broken, or him howling because he got his head stuck
between the iron railings over by the old carriage house.

My room looks down over the walled garden. It’s a dark room with high
gothic windows, deep crimson walls, a massive fireplace, and ancient velvet
canopies around the bed. It was the room my mother slept in when she first
came to stay in this house.

My father kidnapped her. Snatched her right off the street. Then locked her
up in this house for months.

Slowly, bit by bit, without realizing or wanting it, he fell in love with her,
and she fell in love with him. Simultaneous Stockholm Syndrome.



It’s a strange love story, but everything about my family is strange.

When you grow up as a mafia daughter, you learn the history of your people
the way the Roman emperors must have done. You learn the triumphs and
failures of your ancestors, their bloody struggles and their revenge.

My parents have never shielded me from the truth.
For that reason, I always planned to attend Kingmakers.

My mother told me that when she was kidnapped, she was an innocent.
Deliberately sheltered from the reality of the criminal underworld. Her
father was the head of the Irish Mafia, but she went to a normal school with
normal kids. She was completely unprepared to be abducted, held captive,
and offered as bait in a trap intended to murder every last member of her
family.

“I don’t want that to happen to you,” she told me, her green eyes clear and
somber. “I don’t want you to be weak like I was. Confused and
unprepared.”

My father trained me to defend myself. To understand the language, the
negotiations, and the stratagems necessary to operate in the underworld.

In high school I may have looked like a normal girl. I ran the dance team,
and I attended parties. But I was raised to be a mafiosa, not a ballerina.

I slip out from under the heavy covers and walk over to the window. I never
bother to pull the drapes, so the moonlight is streaming in. I can look down
to the overgrown garden with its stone statues and fountains, its cobblestone
paths slippery with moss.

I see a tall, slim figure dressed in black, walking from the garden into the
glass conservatory.

My father.

I leave my room, running down the wide, curving staircase, then across the
dark and silent main floor of the house, to the conservatory.

The house is still, other than the usual creaks and groans of old wood
settling. It’s chilly, even though it’s the end of summer. The thick stone



walls and the heavy trees all around keep it cool no matter the time of year.

The conservatory is warmer, still trapping the last heat of the day. The
heady smell of chlorophyll fills my lungs. It’s dark in here, only tiny
pinpricks of starlight penetrating through the thickly-crowded leaves. It’s
two o’clock in the morning.

I can hear my father, even though he’s almost silent. I know how to listen
for the sound of human breath.

Likewise, he hears me coming no matter how quietly I walk.
“Can’t sleep, mata mitosc?” he says.

“Won’t, not can’t.”

“Why is that?”

“I don’t want to waste my last night at home.”

I’ve pushed my way through the trees and hanging vines to the bench where
my father sits. He’s still wearing the cashmere sweater and slacks that are
his usual work attire. With his sleeves pushed up, I can see the thickets of
tattoos running down his arms, all the way across the backs of his hands and
down his fingertips.

He’s told me what some of the tattoos mean.

And he’s added more, since I was born. Any remaining space on his body
he filled with tattoos commemorating the dates of his children’s birth,
tattoos for each ballet my mother choreographed, and tattoos that
immortalize experiences between the two of them, unknown to me.

I have five tattoos myself: a swallow for my mother, a wolf for my father, a
quote from my sister’s favorite book, a sprig of aconite for my brother. And
a fifth that I’ve never shown to anyone.

“Are you nervous for tomorrow?” my father asks me.

“No,” I say honestly. “I am glad Leo’s going, though. I might be lonely
without him.”



“I’'m glad he’ll be there, too.” My father nods. “I know you don’t need
anyone to protect you. But everyone needs allies. In your first week, be
careful who you allow in your circle. Every bond you forge can open a
door, or close another in your face.”

“I understand,” I say.
“Don’t let Leo drag you into anything. He’s not strategic.”
“He leads with his heart,” I say. “But his instincts are usually good.”

“He has a temper,” my father says, his pale blue eyes narrowed and honed
in closely on my face.

“Dad. I know what Leo’s like.”

“I know you do.” My father puts his arm around me, pulling my head
against his shoulder. “I love you, Anna. And I trust you.”

My heart beats hard against my ribs. There’s something I want to say to my
father, but I’m afraid to say it. Something I saw in my acceptance letter that
I hardly dared to believe.

I lick my lips, trying to find courage.

“Dad...”

“Yes?”

“In my Kingmakers letter . . . it said I was accepted to the Heirs division.”
“Of course,” he says, in his cool, clipped voice.

“Was that . . . did you . . . tell them to do that?”

He sits up, so we’re looking at each other once more. I resemble my father
more than my mother. Same pale skin without a hint of freckles. Same
blonde hair. Same glacial blue eyes.

Those eyes are terrifying when they’re fixed on you.

“You are my heir,” my father says firmly. “You’re my eldest. It’s your
birthright.”



“But Whelan . . .” I say.

“It’s my choice to consider gender or birth order,” my father says. “Before
you were even born, your mother and I agreed.”

My heart stopped for a moment. Now it beats twice as fast as normal, trying
to catch up.

“Good,” I say, my voice trembling. “I’m glad.”
“It will all be yours if you want it,” my father says.
“I do,” I whisper. “I want it.”

My father nods. He puts his hand on the back of my neck, pulling me close
so he can kiss me on the forehead.

“You will have everything you want in this world, Anna,” he says. “I knew
it from when I first held you in my arms. I knew you would take it all, and
hold it tight.”

We sit quietly, not speaking.

I love my mother. I love her intensely. It’s impossible not to—she has all
the good qualities I lack. Endless kindness. A complete lack of selfishness.
An internal joy that lights the room, that buoys up everyone around her.

I’m not like that. Sometimes I’'m sad for no good reason. Sometimes I want
to sit in silence, thinking about the passage of time, and how painful it is to
remember the best and worst moments that have come and gone so swiftly.

Then I’d rather be with my father, because I know he feels the same way.
He and I are alike inside as well as on the outside. For better or worse, I’'m
not sweet and I’m not always happy.

The only time I see that part of myself in my mother is when she
choreographs her dances. Then I see that though she may not be dark
herself, she understands sorrow and fear. She sees the beauty in damaged
and disturbing things. That’s why she understands my father and loves him.
It’s why she understands me.



Dance is how we bond. It’s how I’ve channeled my worst and most
destructive impulses. I keep control of them, so they don’t destroy me.

But there won’t be a dance team at Kingmakers.

I’m not sure what I’'m going to do with the feelings that build up inside of
me. They mess with my head. They make me want to do things I know I’1l
regret.

“You should go to bed,” my father tells me. “You don’t want to be tired as
you travel.”

“I can sleep on the plane,” I say.
“Unlikely,” he says, “if you’re sitting next to Leo.”

I smile. Leo is always full of energy and excitement—particularly when
doing anything new. He’ll probably talk all the way to Croatia.

“It will be difficult at the school,” my father says. “You can handle that. But
if anything goes seriously wrong . . .”

“I’ll call you,” T say.
WE rLY from Chicago to Frankfurt at ten o’clock the following morning,
from Frankfurt to Zagreb, and then Zagreb to Dubrovnik.

My family and Leo’s both come to the airport to see us off.

Aunt Yelena looks pale and strained. I know she doesn’t want Leo to go to
Kingmakers. She thinks it’s dangerous.

She would know—after all, she was Bratva. They send more children to
Kingmakers than anyone.

It’s supposed to be a kind of sanctuary. A temporary detente between the
grudges and rivalries of the various families. But for the children of
criminals, rules are made to be broken. Even the school’s motto Necessitas
Non Habet Legem means Necessity Has No Law.



Besides that, our acceptance letters came with a list of strict school rules
along with their accompanying punishments.

At first I’'m loving the cool breeze and the waves and the view of the
dolphins.

I’m tired
of the view. I want to see what everyone is doing down on the deck.

Matteo was right—the water
only gets rougher the further out we get, and I have to use all my balance to
cross the rolling deck.

I hate when Anna acts like she’s on my parents’ side about me not going to
Kingmakers. She should be happy that I came here with her instead of
taking my full ride to the University of Kentucky. Does she want to be here
alone? I thought she’d be thrilled that we were both experiencing this
together.

The thought of going to some school without her, any school, made me sick
to my stomach. She’s my best friend. We’ve always done everything
together.

I know Anna cares about me. But sometimes I think she doesn’t need me
the same way I need her. She’s got siblings and I don’t. I would never admit
this in million years, but sometimes I’'m jealous of Cara and Whelan.

that Anna loves them almost as much as she loves me. I don’t want her
attention divided between me and them.

But I want to be first in her
eyes, the way she is in mine. Closer than blood.

“Leo, you can’t act like that at Kingmakers,” she says, her blue eyes fixed
determinedly on my face.

“Act like what?” I say stubbornly.
“You can’t act like you usually do.”

I hear the edge of fear in her voice, and that’s what makes me smother my
flippant retort. Anna isn’t scared of anything usually.

“I know,” I admit. “I know it’s not high school anymore. I’ll be careful.”
“You promise?” Anna says.
“Yes. I promise.”

“Alright,” she says. She gives me a small smile, leaning back in the
hammock and picking up her book once more.

She’s reading an ancient, battered copy of Lord of the Flies.

“Let me guess,” I say to her. “Your suitcase is full of books you’ve already
read.”

Anna smiles just a little.

“Not full,” she says. “But yeah, about half of it.”

“They have a library at Kingmakers,” I inform her.

“I don’t care,” she says. “This belonged to the Other Anna.”

Anna is named after her aunt, who died a long time before she was born.

Anna has a strange reverence for this namesake she never met. She talks
about the Other Anna like her guardian angel. Like a piece of her soul lives
inside of Anna herself.



I’'m jealous of the Other Anna, too. A girl who died thirty years ago.
That’s how stupid I can be.
I’ve never been able to be rational when it comes to Anna.

“How much longer till we get to the island?” Ares asks, from beneath his t-
shirt.

“I dunno,” I say. “All I see is ocean.”

JusT LIKE MATTEO WARNED, the water gets rougher and rougher as we draw
closer to Kingmakers. Long before we spot the island, the ship is pitching
and tossing, and I can tell the crew is approaching in a kind of zigzag, to
avoid rocks or sandbars beneath the surface, or maybe just because of the
way the currents run.

Even more of the students succumb to seasickness, and I can smell the
vomit even from up in the net. I must be turning green myself, because
Anna says, “You better not puke on me.”

Ares looks completely undisturbed.

“I used to go out in fishing boats all the time,” he says. “Boats a lot smaller
than this. You bob around like a cork.”

When we finally spot the island, it juts out of the water like an accusing
finger pointing up toward the sky. The limestone cliffs rise up for hundreds
of feet in a sheer pale sheet, with waves crashing against their base, sending
up so much spray that we can feel it all the way over on the ship. Far up on
the cliffs I see the stone walls of Kingmakers itself.

Part castle, part fortress, Kingmakers is built directly into the cliffs, so it
rises up in three levels hewn out of the rock. Constructed in the 1300s, it
has most of the gothic elements you’d expect, including six main towers, a
portcullis, military-style gates, and a winding German-style zwinger, which
forms an open kill-zone between the defensive walls.



The limestone walls are white as bone, and the steeply pitched roof is black.
The pointed archways and the stained-glass windows are dark as well, as if
there’s no lights on inside. To divert rainwater off the roof, the drainage
spouts are carved in the shape of grotesque gargoyles, demons, and
avenging angels.

I can hear the students falling silent below us, gazing up at Kingmakers just
as Anna and I are doing. The school has us all transfixed. Even in the
Mediterranean sunshine, there’s nothing bright or welcoming in its towering
stone walls.

Our ship has to skirt the island to approach on the lee side. Even then, it
takes our Captain several attempts, doubling back and trying over again, to
shoot the narrow gap into the harbor.

We pull up to the only dock, the crew throwing down their ropes with
obvious relief.

As the crew unloads our bags, the students climb into open wagons with
bench seats running along both sides. Each wagon is pulled by two massive
Clydesdale horses who stand even taller than me at the shoulder, thick tufts
of hair hanging down over hooves the size of dinner plates.

She points to her fellow students, listing off their names in such rapid
succession that I can’t remember any of them a moment later.

So you can get . . . cleaned up,” she
says, raising a disdainful eyebrow at the lot of us. “I’m going to read your



names. Grab your bag and join your guide. And pay attention! I’'m not
going to repeat myself.”

She barks the last line at a couple of Freshmen who were whispering to
each other. They snap to attention under her fiery stare.

Marcelline pulls a list out of her pocket and begins to read off our names.

Anna’s in the first group, and the smallest—there are only three female
Heirs in our year, including her. She retrieves her suitcase and goes to stand
beside Pippa Portnoy, a petite girl with a sly expression and thick, dark
bangs hanging over her eyes.

I'm going to be sharing a dorm with the two most obnoxious
people I’ve met so far.

He gives me a little fist bump as we line up
next to our guide, a Polynesian guy with his hair shaved into a Mohawk and
several piercings in both ears.

When we went through puberty, I laughed at Leo’s voice
cracking and deepening, and he teased me mercilessly about my awful
braces and how quickly I shot up in height so that he was the only boy in
our class still taller than me. He started dating girls from our school, and
then girls from other schools, and I was never jealous because while they
might be his girlfriends, I was his best friend.

I went on a few dates myself, but I never felt that thing you’re supposed to
feel, that spark of infatuation. The boys were sometimes nice and
sometimes obnoxious, and either way I didn’t appreciate them putting their
clumsy hands on me. I never wanted to take things further than an awkward
kiss at the end of the night.

I never knew if Leo was taking things further. I assumed he was, because
he’s a boy, and wildly popular—he could fuck a different girl every day of
the week. But it was the one thing we didn’t talk about. Leo seemed
strangely reticent, and since I had no sex stories of my own, it seemed
pointless to bring it up.



Our families saw us as cousins, as brother and sister even. I thought I felt
the same.

After all this time, I don’t understand what’s changed.

Something has. All of a sudden I feel a tension that was never there before.
I’m noticing things about Leo that I don’t want to notice. When he throws
his arm around my shoulders, I breathe in his scent and my heart starts to
race. I notice how warm his skin is, and how surprisingly soft. I see how he
bites the corner of his lip when he grins, and I get this uncomfortable
squeezing in my guts that was never there before.

He knows I have nightmares. He knows everything about me. Well . . .
almost everything.

“No,” I say, gulping down the hot mint tea. “I just had a weird thing this
morning—"

I don’t want to tell Leo what happened, because I know he’ll laugh his ass
off at the image of me running into some dude buck-naked. He’ll never let
me hear the end of it. But he’s sure to hear about it anyway, if Kingmakers
is anything like high school. A story like that doesn’t stay quiet for long.



Before I can say a word, Leo’s face darkens, and he glares across the dining
hall.

“There he is, that fucker,” he says.
“Who?” I turn around to look.
“Dean Yenin.”

Leo is staring across the hall not at a stranger, but at the very boy I ran into
this morning. I recognize him at once, even though he’s fully dressed in a
green sweater vest and trousers now.

I whip my head back around, cheeks flaming.
“That’s Dean?” I say.

I never asked Leo what Dean Yenin looks like. The silver-blond hair, the
fair skin, the deep blue eyes—I’m a fucking idiot. It’s Aunt Yelena’s
nephew, clear as day.

Had I not been so embarrassed and annoyed, I would have realized. Now
that I’m paying attention, I can even see a faint bruise under his eye—a
remnant of his fight with Leo on the deck of the ship.

“That’s him,” Leo says grimly. “Wonder if we’re gonna have classes with
him today.”

“Probably,” I say. “The Heirs will mostly be together, won’t we?”
“What do you have first?” Ares asks us.

I take my schedule out of my bag. We didn’t select the classes ourselves—it
was all determined ahead of time, mailed to us in one of those thick slate
gray envelopes I came to recognize as a missive from Kingmakers.

“No,” Leo says, nodding toward a man in a crisp white apron who’s
cleaning off the neighboring table. “Looks like that guy’s doing it.”

Ares hesitates, seeming like he’d rather help, but Leo and I are already
slinging our bags over our shoulders.

“Come on,” Leo says. “I don’t know what they do if you’re late—string you
up on a rack, probably.”

The draconian punishments of the school were spelled out in our rules and
regulations list. But so far, it’s all theoretical, so it’s easy for Leo to joke
about it. I don’t feel quite as sanguine. I’ve never known anything to be a
joke in the mafia world.

Our acceptance letters clearly spelled out the Rule of Recompense.

Students from all over the world come to attend Kingmakers. There’s a
heavier concentration of Italian, Irish, and Russian students, because those
are the territories closest to the school. But with children from all countries
and families, and plenty more grudges than the one between Leo and Dean,
they have to be strict about violence.

They know that fights will break out—it’s inevitable with so many young
hotheads who are used to solving every problem with their fists.

The one thing we have in the back of our minds at all times, reminding us
never to go too far over the line, is the Rule of Recompense.

applied to them. There’s no arguing. No appeal. To prevent an endless cycle
of retaliations between families, the punishment is applied immediately and
swiftly. If you break someone’s arm, your arm will be broken too. If you put
out their eye, they’ll pluck yours right out of the socket. And if you Kkill
someone . . . well, that’s the last thing you’ll do.

That’s why my father was worried about Leo coming here with me. He
knows Leo has a temper. And it wouldn’t be the first time Leo pulled me
into trouble right along with him.

“Come on!” Leo says, grabbing my arm and tugging me along, since I'm
too slow gathering up my bookbag. “Where do you think the classroom is?”
he asks Ares.

“I think most of the classes are in the Keep,” Ares says.

The Keep is the largest building at Kingmakers. It’s five stories high, with
staircases built into the thickness of the stone walls. This would be the last
stronghold of the castle, if all the other outer walls were to fall to invaders.

I don’t think anyone has ever actually attacked Kingmakers—it’s too far out
in the middle of nowhere. But if someone were to try, before the era of
drone strikes and bombers, it would have been almost impossible to scale
the cliffs or breach its fortress walls.

We find our classroom just in time, located on the second floor of the Keep.
It’s a large, airy room, the walls covered with antique maps and the
blackboard already crowded with chalk diagrams of family trees and
endless notations in a fine, spidery script.

The professor closes the door only a moment after, striding to the front of
the class.

She’s a tall, dark-haired woman, about forty, wearing a perfectly-fitted suit
and a pair of elegant horn-rimmed glasses.

She looks around at us, her demand echoing in a room that has fallen so
silent that you can almost hear our individual heartbeats.

“No,” Professor Thorn says. Her lips curve up in a small smile. “It was
Michael Crichton. Authors tend to note the repetitive cycles of events. They
look for patterns in behavior, cause and effect. What about this one: A man
who has no sense of history is like a man who has no ears or eyes?”

She waits for us to respond. This time, no one has the temerity to guess.

“That was Hitler,” she says with a wicked smile. “I don’t think he took his
own advice.”

She turns and writes on the blackboard in that fine, flowing script.

“La Cosa Nostra,” she says, speaking aloud the words as they unfurl from
the tip of her dusty chalk. “Giuseppe Esposito was the first Sicilian Mafia
member to emigrate to America. He fled there, along with six of his men,
after killing the Chancellor and Vice-Chancellor of his province, along with
eleven oligarchs.

“The Italian Mafia spread from New York to New Orleans, and then to
Chicago. Several families rose and fell from power—first the Black Hand,
then the Five Points Gang, then Al Capone’s Syndicate.

“This semester we will study the history of the Italian Mafia in Italy and
America. Then we will move on through the various families represented at
Kingmakers, until we have covered each and every one by the end of your
fourth year.”

She frowns at us, perceiving the thrill of excitement in the students of
Italian descent. “Don’t be too happy,” she says sternly. “Every semester, the
students that fail are the ones who think that they already know everything
that I’m about to teach them. Trust me, you don’t. Every year you Freshmen
prove yourselves shockingly ignorant of your own history, the history of
your country, and the history of your friends and enemies. You’ve probably
been told more legends than truths by your relatives. Memory is fallible.
And no one is more prone to self-serving reconstructions than those who
believe they can write their destiny at will.”



I can feel Leo getting restless next to me. I don’t even have to look at him to
know that he’s probably gazing around the room to see what the other
students think of this speech or trying to peer out the windows which run
down only one side of the classroom.

I, on the other hand, feel a frisson of excitement at Professor Thorn’s words.
I’ve always loved history. I feel like you live a thousand lives when you
learn about the people who came before you. If someday I plan to
collaborate or contend with other mafia families, I want to know them as
well as my own.

I spend the next ninety minutes writing furiously in my notebook while
Professor Thorn recounts the origins of the Cosa Nostra in Sicily. She
begins in the 19th century with the loose association of criminal groups that
called themselves the cosca. She describes the family sovereignty over their
various territories—at the time small fiefdoms, usually incorporating only a
town or village or neighborhood of a larger city—where they operated their
rackets. She tells us how the members were called “men of honor,” a term
that later morphed into mafiosi. She describes the mafia’s early activities
centering around protection racketeering and illegal trade.

Leo doesn’t bother taking any notes, so I know he’ll want to copy mine
later. That doesn’t bother me. I’'m more annoyed by the fact that Leo is so
clever that he can get away with barely paying attention to the professors’
lectures, and only glancing over my notes before exams in which he scores
almost as high as me without even trying.

On Leo’s other side, Ares is writing slowly and steadily in his notebook.
His stubby pencil disappears inside of his large hand. He’s bent so far over
his notebook that his nose almost touches the page. I can’t tell if he’s as
fascinated by the lecture as I am, or simply very focused.

“Ironically,” Professor Thorn says, “the proto-mafia began as law-
enforcement. In countryside towns lacking formal law-enforcement, young
men formed ‘companies-at-arms’ to hunt down thieves and recover stolen
property. However, these ‘company-at-arms’ were often composed of
skilled and ruthless former criminals. So they were more inclined to collude
with other thieves than to eradicate them.”

I barely look up from my notebook the entire ninety minutes. In fact, I’'m
surprised when the professor breaks off mid-sentence, saying, “That’s all
the time for today. I’ll see you tomorrow morning.”

With that, she turns and strides out of the room, without bothering to bid us
goodbye.

Leo practically rockets up out of his seat. “God, I thought that would never
end,” he says.

“I liked it,” T say.
“Of course you did.” Leo rolls his eyes. “You like learning.”
“Is that supposed to be an insult?” I laugh.

“What about you?” Leo demands of Ares. “Were you actually enjoying
that?”

Ares shrugs. “I didn’t know barely any of it. I’ll probably have to study a
lot.”

Leo laughs. “Nobody cares about grades here. It’s all about who wins the
challenges.”

We have to change clothes before our next class. It’s a combat class, so we
don on our gym uniforms and sneakers. I make sure to turn into the right
changing room, deliberately averting my eyes from the spot where I
collided with Dean next to the showers.

The gymnasium is located in what used to be the Armory.



It’s a dim, cool space. The floors are soft with thick mats. Ancient medieval
weapons hang from hooks on the walls: battle axes, swords, and morning
stars, and then over on the far side of the room a selection of Asian katanas,
bo staffs, and throwing stars. I assume these are for decoration and not
something we’ll actually learn to use. But I can’t be certain of anything at
Kingmakers.

There’s only four girls in the combat class, including me. As soon as we file
out of the changing room, I see the boys gaze hungrily at us in our shorts.
We’ve only been out of civilization a couple of days, and already they’ve
got the look of starved dogs.

I walk past Dean and Bram lounging on a pile of mats. Bram lets out a low
wolf-whistle and Dean smirks. I’m sure he told Bram what happened.

Well, fuck them both.

Professor Howell joins us on the mats. He’s medium height, trim and fit,
dressed in an olive-green t-shirt and cargo pants. He has close-cropped
curly dark hair and smooth brown skin. He faces us, hands clasped behind
his back, smiling pleasantly.

“Good morning, students,” he says. “In our combat class, you will be
learning a variety of martial arts, self-defense, and weapons techniques. You
will have separate classes to learn artillery and explosives. This semester,
we will be focusing on Krav Maga. As you may already know, it’s a
military self-defense and fighting system used by the Israel Defense Forces.
It includes a combination of techniques drawn from aikido, boxing,
wrestling, karate, and judo.”

His keen dark eyes scan our group, looking over each student in turn.
“You,” he says, pointing to the largest boy, a bull-like behemoth with straw-
colored hair and trunk-like thighs stretching the limits of his gym shorts.
“Come up here.”

The boy obliges, the gym mats indenting deeply under each of his steps.
“What’s your name?” the professor asks him.

“Bodashka Kushnir,” the boy replies. He’s smiling with an uneasy mixture
of bravado and nerves.



“The primary tenet of Krav Maga is acting instinctively under high-stress
and unpredictable circumstances,“ the professor says. “We will be learning
strikes primarily taken from karate and boxing, take-downs and throws
drawn from judo, aikido, and wrestling, and groundwork also from judo and
wrestling. Finally we will go over escapes from chokes and holds, along
with empty-hand weapons defense.”

He looks at the blond boy with a teasing glint in his eye. He says, “What
would you say your current level of combat skill is, my friend?”

Bodashka considers. Goaded on by his friends watching, he grins and
replies, “High.”

“Excellent,” the professor replies. “I thought so just by looking at you. Why
don’t we give a simple demonstration then? Attack me as best you can, and
if I’m able, I’ll formulate a defense.”

Bodashka seems to be gaining confidence by the moment. He lifts his fists,
facing the much smaller professor. The sense of anticipation in the room is
high. His Bratva peers cheer him on, while the rest of us suspect what’s
about to happen.

The boy rushes the professor, throwing two jabs, a hard right cross, and
then a surprisingly nimble kick to the face.

The professor barely has to shift his stance to block each one. Even though
the blows are thrown with full strength, it’s Bodashka who winces as the
professor uses his elbows, forearms, and shoulder to deflect the strikes. As
Bodashka throws his last desperate roundhouse kick at the professor’s head,
Professor Howell ducks and neatly sweeps the boy’s leg out from under
him, sending him crashing down on the mats.

The gym echoes with the force of the boy hitting the ground, the air
knocked out of him despite the cushioning mats.

“I’m sure you’ve all heard the expression, ‘the bigger they are, the harder
they fall,” ” the professor says drily. “Beware a smaller opponent with a
lower center of mass.”

Without any rancor, he helps Bodashka up from the ground, then uses him
again to demonstrate several basic blocks. Once we all seem to understand

“Step on up,” Professor Howell says, gesturing to the empty space in front
of him as if he were inviting Dean to take a comfortable seat on a sofa.

Dean approaches, his eyes fixed on the professor. He has neither the
bravado nor the nervousness of the first volunteer. He radiates a cool
confidence that has all of us watching intently, none more than Leo.

Someone who wants to do us harm. Who’s hated us our entire lives.

It smells like stone and clean sea air, and
sometimes warm yeast from the bakehouse and the brewery. There’s fresh
oranges, warm bay leaves, wild mint, and sweet sorrel all growing rampant
on the grounds. The sun always comes back after cloudy days, the castle is
cool and damp, and there’s no fucking snow, no slush or ice.

No father, either.

I wondered if I would miss him. I used to see him every day, after all. He’s
my only family.

I haven’t missed him at all.
I barely even think about him.

He sends a letter once a week. It’s cold and formal, asking how my grades
have been, telling me that he hopes I’'m making a name for our family here.

I write back to him in the same way, listing off the exams where I took top
marks, telling him in the blandest possible terms what we’re learning.

I ’m settling into Kingmakers.

The most challenging part was finding somewhere I could practice
dancing without unwanted interruptions.

In the end, I settled on the abandoned cathedral on the far west side of
campus. It’s farther to walk than the other options, but no one ever comes in
here to disturb me.

“You’ve got the biggest head I’ve ever encountered, in all ways,” I tell him
sweetly.

Leo chuckles and slips his mask into place. It’s full-face, and it looks
disturbingly like a gas mask, like we’re in the middle of a war or a plague. I
knot the back of mine and force it down over my head. It’s too tight, but I
can make it work.

Once we’ve got our flippers and tanks on too, we drop down into the water.

Immediately, my heart begins to race. I haven’t even put my face under yet.
Sensing my stress, Leo sticks right beside me. Even though he’s never done
this before either, he already looks comfortable bobbing up and down in the
water, as if his gear weighs nothing at all.

Professor Bruce gets into the pool with us. With his flippered feet and the
powerful kicks of his legs keeping him buoyant, he looks like a burly frog.

It doesn’t feel like that to me. It feels like being encased in wet cement
while breathing through a straw.

I’'m relieved when Professor Bruce takes us all back up to the surface. That
relief doesn’t last long—he lifts his mask to say, “This time we’re going to
practice buddy breathing. If your regulator is broken or you’ve run out of
air, you can make use of your partner’s. This is the signal that means, ‘I
have no air.” ” He demonstrates the slashing movement of the hand across
the throat. “We’ll descend. Then I’ll come around and take half the tanks.”

My stomach lurches. I don’t in any way feel ready to be down there without
any air.

But there’s nothing I can do except follow him back down under the water.

At least I’ve got Leo as my buddy. He isn’t joking around like usual,
probably because he knows I’'m wound up tight as a guitar string. He sits
right next to me on the rough and rocky bottom of the pool, waiting
patiently for Professor Bruce to approach.

Leo is already undoing the straps of his tank, planning to offer it to the
professor.

Our teacher senses weakness. He narrows his pale blue eyes behind his
mask and shakes his head, pointing to me instead. With trembling hands, I
unclasp my tank and hand it over.

She’ll use Calvin to get rid of Leo, then slaughter him in a head-on match.

I know all these things. I wonder if Leo knows them, too?
I see him holed up with Ares and Hedeon, strategizing.

Despite moping around about the loss of Anna, Leo is still the darling of
most of the Freshmen. Through his friendships with Hedeon and Kenzo,
he’s got the Londoners and the Yakuza working with him enthusiastically.
The Paris Bratva seem to like him too, despite the fact that he abandoned
Jules Turgenev in enemy territory. It’s only my crew who despise him
almost as much as I do. But even they feel the allure of an unprecedented
Freshman victory.

“Do you think we could beat Pippa? If we made it through to the end?”
Bram asks me one night, with pretend nonchalance.

“No,” I say flatly. “And it doesn’t matter anyway. We barely made it
through the first challenge. We’re not going to win the second.”

The weather seems to agree with me. The morning of the second challenge
is lightning-stricken with thundering rain. The fields around Kingmakers
are soaked and muddy as we take our places at the three vertices of a
triangular pitch marked out with bleeding spray paint.

“That will be the easier target,” Leo says with supreme confidence.

Professor Howell stands in the center of the triangle, starter pistol raised to
the cloudy sky. The raindrops shatter as they hit the unyielding surface of
his poncho, and his pistol looks slick and shining. He fires, signaling the
start of the match.

Immediately, almost all of the Seniors and a third of the Juniors rush toward
our corner. They’ve obviously collaborated ahead of time, planning to take
us out before they attack each other.

I assume Pippa had to agree to send out the bulk of her force and allow
Calvin to keep most of his people on defense, because he wouldn’t trust her
otherwise. It won’t matter—if they work together, they’ll run train on us.

They converge in the center of the triangle, charging at us in one mass,
planning to overwhelm us with their superior size and numbers.

“Tighten up!” Leo bellows, shouting for his group of Freshmen to form a
phalanx.

Instead of giving into the temptation to run at the other teams, Leo orders
his team to hold their ground, tightly bunched together.

“Aim and fire!” he shouts.

The Freshmen at the front of the spearhead start firing at the onrushing
Juniors and Seniors. Because the aggressors are running and the Freshmen
aren’t, Leo’s team has better aim. And because the Freshmen are in a close
formation, the Juniors and Seniors can only shoot at the Freshmen on the
exterior of the pack.

This is exactly right.

Daniela will be furious if she sees that I’ve augmented her meticulously
curated look, but I don’t give a fuck. I can’t express to Cat how much it
means to me to wear something I actually like, one good omen in this awful
night.



“We’d better go down,” I say to Cat.

Even though Cat and I are early, our father and stepmother are already
waiting in the airy foyer. It shows how anxious they are to close this deal
with the Prince family.

Daniela is wearing a sleek gown of deep bronze, her hair in an elegant bun.

By THE TIME he reaches the chorus, the whole rooftop is shouting the lyrics
along with him. Iggy will know that the factory is packed, a mass of people
breaking every possible fire code, but it won’t matter by now, he’s in the
swing of it.

“Get
down here and leave your fuckin’ bouncers in the warehouse.”

“It’s a factory,” I correct him. “But alright. I’'m coming.”



I’m annoyed that I have to leave in the middle of Iggy’s performance. Even
more annoyed that they dragged Sabrina into this. She probably hopped out
of that cab the second it went round the corner. She’s always been a magnet
for trouble.

As I pass Beckett and Anders guarding the door, Anders says, “Something
wrong, boss?”

“A small inconvenience,” I say.

I could give Anders shit for not calling me when Poe showed up like I told
him to do, but this was coming one way or another.

“Wait twelve minutes,” I tell Anders. “Then come around to the alley.”

He nods slowly, his eyes fixed on mine. I can tell he’d rather follow me
right now, but he’ll do what I ask.

“Alright, boss,” he says.
“Twelve minutes.” I tap the Breitling on my wrist. “Use the side door.”

“You threw them fifty bucks here and there so you could use their house to
stash your drugs,” I snort. “And the only Christmas I remember seeing you
is the one where you had an ankle monitor and you needed a permanent
address for your parole officer.”



If anybody paid Iggy’s rent it was my dad, who helped Iggy’s mom land a
job as a PA at City Hall after his father dropped dead from a stroke at only
forty-eight years old.

“I don’t have to explain myself to you!” Poe howls, his face turning the
color of a turnip. “You think you can take my nephew away? Well I got yer
fuckin’ cousin. So you can tear up that bullshit contract with Virgin-fuckin-
whoever-the-fuck, or I'll tear her pretty little face off instead!”

“That’s not happening,” 1 say. “Iggy’s leaving. You’re staying here. It’s
already decided. But I’'m willing to discuss terms. We can all walk away
happy tonight.”

“Fuck yer fuckin’ terms!” Poe laughs in my face. “Look around you!
There’s four of us and one of you.”

“No need for this to get ugly.”

“Oh, we’re way past ugly,” Poe sneers. “You think you’re making’ a deal
here? I'll shoot this bitch in the face just to set the table!”

He yanks a battered .45 out of the waistband of his filthy jeans and points it
at Sabrina, cocking the trigger. Sabrina’s nostrils flare. I figure I have about
two more minutes before she does something crazy. Which aligns nicely
with my own timeline.

I checked
what caliber bullet they dug out of the cashier’s neck. And I remembered
what we found that Christmas. Only took me an hour to visit Iggy’s house
and check that vent again.”

“I don’t know what you’re talking about,” Poe says. His jaw is stubbornly
set but he’s sweating.

“It was still there. A .357 Magnum revolver with a scratch across the grip.
From how dirty it was...I kinda think you didn’t even wipe your prints off.”



“So the fuck what!” Poe shouts, defiantly. “Doesn’t mean nothin’.”

“It means a lot,” I say. “Looks to me like the only evidence the cops need is
that gun. They know you were at the gas station that night. They just
couldn’t prove who pulled the trigger. There’s no statute of limitations on
murder, unfortunately...”

Poe’s grip on his gun is none too steady. He’s looking back and forth
between me and the gangly asshole who’s holding onto Sabrina. I’'m hoping
my leverage is enough that we can end this thing peacefully. But I’m also
keeping Poe’s goons in my peripheral, counting down the seconds left on
that twelve minutes...
