t’s my engagement party tonight.

As soon as I enter the room, Daniela appears at my side hissing, “Fix your
makeup, you look like a whore.”

I stumble off toward the bathrooms. Sure enough, my eyes are watering
from vomiting and my mascara is smeared as if I were giving an
enthusiastic blowjob in that alley.

“Excuse me?” he says.

I see the flicker of a smile on Rocco’s lips. I’m playing right into his hands.

“Rocco has been telling me
all he’s learning at Kingmakers, the variety of skills taught amongst the
various divisions. Cat is timid. Cowardly, even. It would do her good to
learn the real work of the mafiosi. If only so she can appreciate what her
husband does, when the time comes.”

Cat gives me a desperate, pleading look, begging me to think of some way
to get her out of this. I’ve told her how challenging Kingmakers is, how
brutal it can be. For me it’s a welcome distraction. For Cat it will be hell on
earth.

find in an event center. The glitterati want to feel like they’re slumming it,
and the actual artists need to feel at home.

I’ve got four of my boys running security.

Much as I want the appearance of an out-of-control bacchanalia, everything
needs to run smooth tonight. Iggy is about to sign a seven-figure deal with a
record label in L.A. They want music from the streets, but no actual
criminal charges attached to their newest star.

I’ve known Iggy since we were kids. His dad used to chauffeur my father
around when he was mayor of the city. Iggy and I would crowd into the
glassed-off front seat, playing music and fucking with the lights, while my
parents rode in the back, strategizing for the night ahead.

Iggy is wildly talented. His hooks are catchy, and his rhyme schemes so
dense and interconnected that I feel like I have to listen to his songs five
times over before I can truly appreciate them.

Iggy’s a sweetheart, more poet than gangster. His only personality flaw is
his willingness to trust the wrong people.

Which leads us to the biggest tripwire of the night—Iggy’s piece-of-shit
uncle.

“Declan Poe doesn’t get through this door,” I say to my boy Anders,
nodding my head toward the double steel doors at the entrance. “If you see
him, you call me. Don’t wait for him to cause trouble.”

Anders nods. Beckett and Anders are built like twin refrigerators. They
could handle a small army on their own.

I run the party like a maestro in front of an orchestra. I deploy the drinks,
the food, the music, the lighting, and the flow of guests with obsessive
precision, while creating the illusion of free movement and free choice.

I glide through the crowd, introducing fame-hungry models to sleazy
producers, brilliant videographers to marketing reps. Every connection is a
new favor in my pocket as I hook people up with exactly what they need.

I hype Iggy up, too. He hates performing, gets nervous every time.



“It’s not even a concert,” I tell him. “People are just here to hang out.
There’s no pressure.”

There’s a metric fuck-ton of pressure. More pressure than the San Andreas
fault. But it won’t do Iggy any good to hear that.

Everything is flawless. Till I spot another uninvited guest.

She’s standing over by the bar, sipping a glass of my extremely expensive
stolen champagne, wearing a minidress that uses less fabric than an
oversized handkerchief. I can see at least six different men hovering around
her, waiting for their chance to swoop in, while she chats up the Cubs’
newest pitcher.

“She’s gonna talk you right into Cook County jail,” I inform him. “She’s
sixteen years old.”

Sabrina scowls at me, an expression that only manages to make her look
more beautiful. My cousin is fucking dangerous.

“Let go of me,” she says coolly.

“Not a fuckin’ chance. You’re gatecrashing.”

“Oh, please,” she tosses her long, dark hair back over her shoulder. “You’re
letting anybody in here. That dude gave up three home runs to the Sox on
Thursday.”



I keep dragging her toward the exit. “Yup. Everybody’s welcome except
you.”

“Why not?”

“ ‘Cause I don’t want Uncle Nero to cut my fucking head off.”

Now Sabrina’s really pissed.

“Are you serious?”

“As serious as antibiotic resistance.”

“Miles!”

“Sabrina!” I’ve taken her all the way outside to the ivy-choked alleyway
next to the factory. “Look, I get it. You hate being treated like a kid, and
you just want to dance and have a couple drinks and make those dudes
embarrass themselves for your amusement. On a normal night, I wouldn’t
have a problem with it. But I’ve got a lot riding on this and I can’t keep an
eye on you at the same time.”

“I don’t need you to babysit me!”

“Yeah, yeah, I know—you can take care of yourself. Go do it at some other
party, ‘cause your dad’s already pissed at me.”

I whistle to catch the attention of a cab dropping off another load of
partygoers.

Sabrina cocks an eyebrow at me. “You did steal his car.”

“I borrowed it for a photoshoot. And I brought it right back again.”

“With sand in the engine.”

I shove her in the backseat of the cab.

“Goodnight!” I say, slamming the door in her face.

Whatever Sabrina shouts back at me is lost in the pounding bass emanating
from the charcoal factory.

With a sigh of relief, I turn back to the party.



I love my cousin, but her dad is a barely-civilized psychopath and my night
doesn’t need any more complications.

Besides, I’ve got to focus on Iggy. I can hear The Shakers winding down,
which means he’s up in just a couple of minutes.

I head back up to the roof, backstage to the little dressing room I set up for
him. Iggy’s pouring over his lyrics sheet, which looks like the journal of a
madman, full of inky scribbles, crossed-out lines, and tiny arrows pointing
to revisions.

He looks up when I enter, pushing his shaggy hair back out of his eyes and
giving me his slow, sleepy grin.

“The band sounds great,” he says.

“You’re gonna sound better.”

“Not too many people out there?”

“Nah,” I lie. “Barely any.”

In the bright stage lights, Iggy won’t see any different till he’s already done.

“That’s good,” he sighs.

Iggy’s normal speaking voice is so soft and slow that the transformation to
his rapid-fire rapping jars me every time.

“If your album charts the way I think it’s gonna, the contract with Virgin is
a sure thing,” I tell him.

“We’ll find out soon enough,” Iggy says.

My phone buzzes in my pocket. I pull it out, seeing a message from Anders:

Poe rolled up with three dudes, but I told him to fuck off. Think he left.



Good. I knew he couldn’t resist showing his ugly mug, but I’m glad
Beckett and Anders were intimidating enough to dissuade him. If he comes
back, we’re gonna have a much less-friendly conversation.

“Problem?” Iggy asks.

“Nope,” I say, tucking my phone back in my pocket. “You ready?”

Iggy folds up his lyrics sheet and stuffs it in his pocket. I know he’s already
got it all locked up in that insane brain of his—he just likes to look it over
to reassure himself.

The crowd whoops and cheers as The Shakers take their bow.

“Sounds like a lot of people,” Iggy says mildly.

“You got this,” I reassure him.

I walk him to the stairs leading up the backside of the stage. The sound
engineer clips on Iggy’s mic and gives him the hand-held as well. The
opening bars of “Deathless Life” begin to play. Iggy squares his shoulders
and I see the transformation wash over him—his eyes narrowing, his lips
tightening, his fingers gripping the mic.

Break the stone on ya head

Continually climb



Drink the glass to the bottom

And eat up the lime . . .

By the time he reaches the chorus, the whole rooftop is shouting the lyrics
along with him. Iggy will know that the factory is packed, a mass of people
breaking every possible fire code, but it won’t matter by now, he’s in the
swing of it.

I told my boy Kelly to video the whole thing. I’ll send that to Victor Kane
tonight, and I’ll be damned if he doesn’t sign the contract on the spot.
Iggy’s going to L.A., where he’ll be free from his bloodsucking relatives.

Right as I’m reveling in triumph, my phone buzzes again.

I pull it out, seeing Sabrina’s number.

My cousin wouldn’t call just to beg to be let back into the party.

I lift the phone to my ear, already sensing what I’m about to hear.

“Your bouncer needs a lesson in manners,” Poe says, in his three-packs-a-
day rasp.

“He never passed the etiquette test in the employee training manual,” I
reply.

“Not you though, huh?” Poe sneers. “You’re all jokes.”

“I’d call that a quip at best.”

“Let’s see how funny it is when I strangle your cousin and dump her body
in the alley.”

I let out a slow breath of air. “Not a good idea. You know who her father
is?”

“I don’t give a fuck who you little shits are related to,” Poe hisses. “Get
down here and leave your fuckin’ bouncers in the warehouse.”

“It’s a factory,” I correct him. “But alright. I’m coming.”



I’m annoyed that I have to leave in the middle of Iggy’s performance. Even
more annoyed that they dragged Sabrina into this. She probably hopped out
of that cab the second it went round the corner. She’s always been a magnet
for trouble.

As I pass Beckett and Anders guarding the door, Anders says, “Something
wrong, boss?”

“A small inconvenience,” I say.

I could give Anders shit for not calling me when Poe showed up like I told
him to do, but this was coming one way or another.

“Wait twelve minutes,” I tell Anders. “Then come out to the alley.”

He nods slowly, his eyes fixed on mine. I can tell he’d rather follow me
right now, but he’ll do what I ask.

“Alright, boss,” he says.

“Twelve minutes.” I tap the Breitling on my wrist. “Use the side door.”

Anders takes a quick look at his own watch to confirm the time and jerks
his head in the affirmative.

I pass the long line of people still waiting to come inside, all gazing
enviously up toward the roof where Iggy’s ass-kicking performance is in
full swing.

Then I turn the corner to the narrow alleyway where Poe waits with his
three goons.

The alley is actually quite pretty, the factory wall carpeted with a thick mat
of hanging ivy and the opposite side bordered by an ornate wrought-iron
fence. The narrow space funnels the sound so that Iggy’s concert sounds
much further away than it actually is, and I can hear my footsteps echoing
on the concrete.

If he wasn’t so busy staring at her ass, he might notice the
glint of metal on her upper thigh.

Sabrina locks eyes with me. There’s no hint of fear or remorse in her face.
Just pure, burning fury.

It doesn’t appear that they roughed her up, so maybe Poe isn’t as stupid as
he looks.

He does look plenty stupid. He’s a walking cartoon character—his blocky,
rectangular head sitting on a neck of exactly the same thickness, so it forms
one long pillar from skull to shoulders. His face is shaved so high that his
pouf of gingery hair perches on top of his head like a toupee. Add to that a
drooping mustache and Bugs Bunny teeth.

Still, it would be a mistake to find him comical. Poe is no stranger to
violence. The most dangerous man is one who has nothing to lose.

Poe is a six-time convict, petty drug dealer, and fentanyl addict who’s about
to lose his last meal ticket. He’s going to cling to Iggy until his fingernails
tear off. Unless I put a stop to this once and for all.

“You’re fuckin’ disrespectful, boy,” Poe hisses. “You throw a party for
Iggy’s album, and you don’t even invite his manager?”

“You’re not his manager,” I reply. “And you’re right, I don’t respect you.
You’re a leech. You’ve been bleeding Iggy dry since he posted his first
song. You don’t do fuck-all for him.”

“I do everything for him!” Poe rasps, outraged. “Who helped pay his mum’s
rent after his dad died? Who bought his Christmas presents?”

“You threw them fifty bucks here and there so you could use their house to
stash your drugs,” I snort. “And the only Christmas I remember seeing you
is the one where you had an ankle monitor and you needed a permanent
address for your parole officer.”



If anybody paid Iggy’s rent it was my dad, who helped Iggy’s mom land a
job as a PA at City Hall after his father dropped dead from a stroke at only
forty-eight years old.

“I don’t have to explain myself to you!” Poe howls, his face turning the
color of a turnip. “You think you can take my nephew away? Well I got yer
fuckin’ cousin. So you can tear up that bullshit contract with Virgin-fuckin-
whoever-the-fuck, or I’ll tear her pretty little face off instead!”

I give him a second to recover his breath. Then I reply, calmly, “That’s not
happening. Iggy’s leaving. You’re staying here. It’s already decided. But
I’m willing to discuss terms—we can all walk away happy tonight.”

“Fuck yer fuckin’ terms!” Poe laughs in my face. “Look around you!
There’s four of us and one of you.”

I pretend to look at his three goons with something approaching respect.
Really, I’m just confirming their exact positions. And Poe’s, too.

“No need for this to get ugly,” I say.

“Oh, we’re way past ugly,” Poe sneers. “You think you’re making a deal
here? I’ll shoot this bitch in the face just to set the table!”

He yanks a battered .45 out of the waistband of his filthy jeans and points it
at Sabrina, cocking the trigger. Sabrina’s nostrils flare. I figure I have about
two more minutes before she does something crazy. Which aligns nicely
with my own timeline.

Poe doesn’t want the carrot—it’s time to bring out the stick.

“I’m glad you brought up firearms, Poe,” I say.

I’m slowly walking forward so that I can position myself between Poe and
Sabrina. Poe doesn’t care—he’s fine with pointing his gun in my face
instead. He turns his body, arm outstretched, so that his back is to the ivy-
covered wall and Poe’s two goons are behind me.

“It’s hard to get rid of a gun,” I say. “I mean, really get rid of it. You can file
the serial numbers off, chuck it in a river. But it’s still there, just waiting to
be found. And sometimes you don’t want to throw it in the river. The damn



things are expensive. Sometimes the temptation to keep it is just too strong .
. .”

“What the fuck are you blabbering about?” Poe says, mustache twitching.

“Iggy and I have been friends a long time,” I say. “Like that Christmas we
were just talking about. I spent half the holiday at his house. You probably
remember . . .”

Poe narrows his eyes at me, finger curled around the trigger of his gun. I
don’t love that he’s holding it that way. He’s jittery enough to shoot me by
accident.

“Iggy and me had just started smoking weed. I think we were fourteen,
fifteen maybe. We had to find somewhere to hide his stash so his mom
didn’t give us shit. We ended up taking down the air vent and putting our
baggy in the ducts. Funny, though . . . we weren’t the first people to hide
something in there . . .”

Poe has a sense of where I’m going, but he doesn’t quite believe it.

“You had just gotten out of jail after knocking over the 7-11 on Kedzie with
a couple of your buddies. Somebody shot the cashier . . . oops. He died two
days later. Cops thought it was you, but they couldn’t prove it from the
security tape, and they didn’t have the murder weapon. You hid the gun.
But you didn’t hide it very well. Uncles and nephews think alike I guess,
‘cause Iggy pulled it out of the wall.”

“Bullshit,” Poe hisses. Though he’s shaking his head, he takes a step back
so he’s almost pressed up against the ivy.

“I’m afraid not,” I say quietly, “ ‘Course I didn’t know what that gun was at
the time, or where it came from. But when you started demanding that Iggy
pay you a forty percent commission . . . I dug up your old case file. I
checked what caliber bullet they pulled out of that cashier’s neck. And I
remembered what we found that Christmas. Only took me an hour to visit
Iggy’s house and check the vent again.”

“I don’t know what you’re talking about,” Poe says. His jaw is stubbornly
set and he’s sweating.



“It was still there. A .357 Magnum revolver with a scratch across the grip.
From how dirty it was . . . I kinda think you didn’t even wipe your prints
off.”

“So the fuck what!” Poe shouts defiantly. “Doesn’t mean nothin’.”

“It means a lot,” I say. “Looks to me like the only evidence the cops need is
that gun. They know you were at the gas station that night. They just
couldn’t prove who pulled the trigger. There’s no statute of limitations on
murder, unfortunately . . .”

Poe’s grip on his gun is none too steady. He’s looking back and forth
between me and the gangly asshole who’s holding onto Sabrina. I’m hoping
my leverage is enough that we can end this thing peacefully. But I’m also
keeping Poe’s goons in my peripheral, counting down the seconds left on
that twelve minutes . . .

“You’re a fuckin’ liar!” Poe shrieks. “You ain’t got any—”

He’s cut off mid-accusation by the heavy metal door that hits him square in
the back. He didn’t see it right behind him, covered over by the ivy. Anders
comes barreling through the side door at top speed, hitting Poe so hard that
he goes flying forward spread-eagle on the pavement, taking several layers
of skin off his face.

Meanwhile, Anders is grappling with Poe, who managed to keep hold of his
gun despite his brief departure with gravity and the road rash down his
cheek. Poe squeezes the trigger wildly, firing two shots up in the air, and a
third that narrowly misses my ear.

“Watch it!” I shout.

“Sorry,” Anders grunts. He wrenches the gun out of Poe’s hand and uses it
to crack him across the jaw. A tooth flies out of Poe’s mouth, landing next
to Sabrina’s shoe.

“Ew,” she says.

I rip the gun out of Rat-Face’s jacket, giving him another kick in the gut to
remind him to stay down.

That’s the project for this afternoon.

This morning I’m dealing with Rocco Prince, Jasper Webb, Dax Volker, and
Wade Dyer, who have apparently decided that they’re willing to jeopardize
their access to the school black market in favor of airing their grievances
against me.

We’re all in Chemistry class together, in the Keep with Professor Lyons.
She looks like your average lab assistant, standing in front of the class in
her white coat and her safety glasses, her gray hair cut in a sensible bob.

It takes Wade a couple of seconds to figure that out, and in the interval

“I’ll do it, then,” Ares says.

Ares was paired up with Leo and had thus far been watching the
confrontation silently. His low voice cuts across Dean in a way that makes
everyone fall silent.

Dean smirks, unintimidated by Ares’ size.

“Even better,” he says.

They face off against each other, Dean bouncing lightly on his feet, and
Ares standing still with the mats deeply indented under his weight. Dean is
a little shorter than Ares, but we all know how fast he is, and how savage.
He was a bare-knuckle boxer in Moscow, fighting in the abandoned subway
tunnels beneath the city. According to him, he never lost a fight. When he
and Leo come to blows, as they have on several occasions, it’s inevitably
messy and bloody, with no clear victor.

Ares is no pacifist—he got in a brawl with Bram and Valon last year. But he
doesn’t like to fight, and even in Combat class he’s careful and restrained,
never losing his temper.

Dean clearly views this as another opportunity to stick it to Leo by beating
the shit out of one of his friends. He circles Ares with obvious intent to
injure.



He goes in hard, raining down a relentless onslaught of punches almost too
fast for my eye to follow. Ares keeps his fists up, but the hail of blows hits
him hard in the ribs, the shoulders, and the side of his head. He blocks the
worst of it, though I’m sure it still hurts.

Most of the other students have stopped sparring so they can watch. Even
Professor Howell shifts position around the edge of the mat, his whistle
raised to his lips to stop the fight if necessary, but his dark eyes fixed on the
boys with watchful interest.

Unsatisfied by his initial onslaught, Dean attacks even harder, swinging his
fist like hammers directly at Ares’ head. He lands one hard blow under
Ares’ eye.

At last it works—Ares snaps. With a howl of anger, he lashes back at Dean
with full force. He swings his punches with all his mass behind them, and
all the benefit of his long reach. He knocks Dean’s fists aside, hitting him in
the nose and jaw.

Far from calming Ares, the landed blows only enrage him further. He’s
totally lost control, roaring like an animal as he hits Dean again and again
and again with both fists.

Ares hits him back just as fast, a punch so hard that Dean actually staggers
and falls to one knee, something I’ve never seen before.

Face flushed, eyes wild, Ares cocks his fist again, ready to twist Dean’s
head around with a finishing blow.

The cold silver whistle slices through the air between them, warning Ares to
stop.

Ares drops his fists, chest heaving with heavy breaths. He reminds me of
Hercules, driven mad for a moment, shaking his head as he comes back to
himself. He looks shocked and a little horrified. Scared, too—scared at how
he lost control.

Dean jumps back to his feet, eyeing Ares with a calculating expression. Far
from being upset at the surprising turn of the fight, he seems oddly pleased
as he spits a mouthful of blood on the ground.

Leo goes over to Ares and claps his hand on his shoulder, making Ares
jump.

“Hey. You okay?” Leo asks.

“Yeah. I’m fine,” Ares says.

His expression has almost returned to normal. But I can see his hands
trembling beneath their wrapping.

“What the fuck was that?” Anna murmurs to me.

“You know Dean,” I say to her. “He gets under everybody’s skin.”

“That he does,” Anna agrees. She’s still looking at Ares, frowning.

I understand what she’s thinking.

I noticed the same thing.

For a minute, Ares didn’t look like himself. He was a completely different
person.



Christmas rolls around. I always like this time of year at school,
because the dining hall is decorated with fresh fir boughs, and the
professors take a break from their usual curriculum to teach us lessons that
might actually be considered fun.

Professor Lyons shows us how to make LSD candy, which she then invites
us to sample. As leery as I am to accept any kind of food from the most
famous poisoner of the modern era, I slip two pieces in my pocket thinking
that I might work up the courage to try it eventually.

Professor Holland turns out all the lights in his classroom and acts as the
Narrator so we can play the party game Mafia, telling us that it’s a useful
illustration of intention and deception. Since the professor has been sipping
out of a pocket flask all afternoon, I’m not sure he actually believes it will
teach us anything, but we all enjoy the game regardless.

I know he won’t.

Enter Miles Griffin. He’s not just a rule-breaker, he’s a rule-smasher. He
subverts every order, dances around barriers as if they’re not even there.

I should be horrified by him.

Instead, I feel like a caveman who just saw a campfire for the very first
time.

Chay’s certainly beautiful enough to snag anyone she wants. But I feel bad
for Ozzy all the same, because in other respects—humor, cleverness,
persistence—he’d be a great match for Chay.

Cumberbatch, if not a Cavill.

Attraction is a funny thing. I always thought Miles was good-looking. But
with each day that passes, everyone else seems to fade away, and he
becomes the standard of perfection.

I hug my arms around my body, bouncing on my toes to keep warm.

“Nobody enjoys drugs more than
line cooks.”

Miles fiddles with the little machine, twisting the dials on the side. It whirs
into life, shooting a brilliant beam of light across the open space. The
opposite wall illuminates, the space where the altar would have been
transforming into a wide, bright movie screen.

I gasp as the Paramount Pictures mountain flashes across the screen. The
opening credits announce that we are about to behold “VistaVision” for the
very first time. Even before Irving Berlin’s iconic score begins, I already
know the film is White Christmas.

“Miles!” I cry. “I can’t believe you!”

He drops down on the sofa next to me, draping his arm around my
shoulders.

I try to hide in the bathrooms of the Undercroft, but Saul Turner finds me
and says, “You better get up there. The Chancellor’s not exactly in a good
mood.”

I’m already crying as I take my seat in the Grand Hall. My guts are
churning, and I think I might vomit. I don’t want to watch Ozzy die.

Rocco, Dax, Jasper, and Miles are forced to sit in the front row, bound to
their chairs. They look ragged and filthy, skinny from their week of
starvation and wild-eyed from lack of water. Rocco is the least affected,
though his face is now lean to the point of emaciation. Miles looks like a
completely different person—no hint of his former swagger. He’s beaten
and broken.

Zoe is pale as a ghost. I don’t think she ate this week either. She stumbles
and almost falls as we take our seats. Leo has to help support her. Anna
already has her arm around Chay. Silent tears run down Chay’s face, as they
have in a continual flow every time I’ve seen her. Her arms are raw where
she’s dug her fingernails into the skin.

A rigid tension runs through Leo, Ares, and even Hedeon, as if they want to
mount an attack—break Ozzy and Miles free, help them escape.



We all know how impossible that would be. Even if we could overwhelm
the professors and the staff, the grounds crew who double as security, and
the Chancellor himself, it would all be pointless. Every family who sends a
student to this school signs a contract in blood. Ozzy’s sentence has been
passed. A hundred mafia families would ensure that it was carried out—on
him, and anyone who tried to help him.

The silence in the Grand Hall is an oppressive weight. No whispers, no
fidgeting, no creak of chairs. Once the students are seated, you could hear
an eyelash fall.

Even the cavernous hearth is silent, no fire burning in the grate.

The banners of the founding houses hang limp without a breeze to stir them.
I look up at those banners, hating every single one. Hating the cruel and
merciless power they represent. Hating this way of life where we’re driven
to extremes, then punished when we overstep the bounds.

Luther Hugo sits in a high-backed chair, facing the students.

He wears a black double-breasted suit, his long, dark hair combed straight
back from his forehead, his pointed brows like inverted Vs over those
glittering beetle-black eyes. He stares at the accused and then at the rest of
us, his eyes piercing each student in turn. There’s no enjoyment in his
expression and no pity, either.

I wonder how many times he’s done this.

Mr. and Mrs. Dyer sit to the left of the Chancellor. Wade’s parents are as
blond and beautiful as their son. I hate them, too, and feel no pity for their
loss. They raised a garbage son. Even in death, he hasn’t stopped hurting
people. It’s his fault we’re all sitting here today. His fault, and Rocco’s most
of all. But only Ozzy will pay the ultimate price. He’ll die to satisfy the
Dyer’s bloodlust.

To the right of the Chancellor sits a plain, dark-haired woman wearing a
blue dress. Her face is pale and sober. I wonder if she might be the
Chancellor’s wife—I never heard if he was married. She’s younger than
him by twenty years at least. That’s common amongst the mafiosi. My
stepmother is twenty-two years younger than my father.



The professors stand sentinel around the perimeter of the Hall, along with a
dozen other Kingmakers staff. I realize how stupid I was to think that these
burly stone-faced men were here simply for menial tasks like building the
obstacle course and tending the grounds. I see them for what they are, now
—soldiers.

Even the professors in their dark suits remind me of their former
professions as mercenaries, assassins, torturers, and criminals. I see no tears
in Professor Lyon’s eyes, or even Professor Howell’s. I fell into the pleasant
fiction that these were my teachers, this was my school. I forgot why I was
so terrified to come here in the first place.

At least Miss Robin stayed away. I couldn’t bear to see her standing by,
emotionless, like the rest of them.

The Chancellor stands in one, quick, sweeping motion. With all the
impressive feats I’ve witnessed from Leo and Ares and Miles, it’s easy to
forget the difference between a man of twenty and one fully grown. The
power that only comes from long experience—the difference between a
sapling and hardened oak.

The Chancellor is massive, rough-hewn, lines etched in his face as deep as
hatchet strokes. His visage is that of an ancient god, his voice thunder as he
says, “A student was killed on our grounds. Wade Dyer died at the hand of
Ozzy Duncan. Our laws are simple—a life for a life. The debt was incurred.
Now it must be paid.”

His voice echoes around the Hall long after he stops speaking.

The faces of my fellow students are sickened, stricken, but no one so much
as dares to cry audibly. Not even me.

The Chancellor nods toward the double doors at the end of the hall.
Professor Holland and Professor Knox shift from their military positions to
pull them open.

Ozzy is led into the Hall by Professor Penmark, so weighed down with
chains that he can barely walk. His hair is lank and unwashed, his face as
hollow as Miles’. His hands are bound behind his back, and his chains make



a horrible clanking sound with every step. His walk seems endless—
perhaps he’s moving slowly because he knows these moments are his last.

He’s still wearing his school uniform, filthy and tattered as it has become.
Somehow that seems the most awful thing of all to me—a symbol of his
trust in the institution that now turns on him with such callousness.

I don’t want to look at him, but it seems cowardly to turn away. His mouth
is set, his gaze steadily fixed on the floor just in front of him. He doesn’t
look at any of us. I think he’s trying to die with dignity, if nothing else.

Professor Penmark forces Ozzy to kneel in front of us, directly before the
cold, empty hearth. Professor Lyons hands the Chancellor a long, steel
knife, with a carved handle and a razor’s edge.

My stomach lurches.

It’s barbaric. Insane. I can’t believe they’re going to exsanguinate him like a
pig.

I expect them to let Ozzy say a few final words, but his mouth remains
firmly closed. I don’t know if that’s his choice, or if mafiosi are required to
go silent to the grave.

Dax and Jasper’s heads are bowed, staring down at their knees. Miles faces
Ozzy, straining against his ties, weak and exhausted though he might be. I
can’t see Rocco’s face, but I know, I fucking know he’s smiling.

The Chancellor grips the steel knife in his right fist, testing the blade with
his thumb.

The woman in the blue dress stands. She walks forward, placing herself in
the gap between the Chancellor and Ozzy’s kneeling figure. She sinks to the
ground, taking Ozzy’s head in her hands and whispering something in his
ear. Ozzy’s head jerks up. He turns to look at her face, startled and
horrified.

Ozzy hadn’t seen the woman, fixated as he was on walking in a straight
line. The look of anguish on his face tells me who she is. Not the
Chancellor’s wife—this must be Ozzy’s mother.



“NO! NOOOOOOO!” Ozzy screams, as Professor Penmark seizes him by
the shoulders and drags him back.

Now Mrs. Duncan is kneeling in his place, straight-backed and resolute.

Calmly, she smooths her dark hair back from her face and places her palms
flat on her thighs.

“NOOOOOOO!” Ozzy bellows, his voice tearing.

Before I fully understand what’s happening, the Chancellor seizes a handful
of Mrs. Duncan’s hair and tilts her head back. He places the steel blade
against her pale throat and draws it across in one quick slash. A gash opens
up like a grinning mouth. Blood pours down the front of her dress, dark as
wine. Ozzy’s mother doesn’t make a sound. She dies silent, slumping to the
ground.

Several students scream and others shout in outrage.

Chay faints, falling forward so fast that Anna barely has time to catch her
before her head hits the chair in front of her.

My stomach contracts. I have to clap both hands over my mouth, whipping
my head to the side to avoid the sight of that still figure on the ground.

I see Dean Yenin sitting behind me. His face is pale as death, his eyes wide
open. He looks electrocuted.

Ozzy is still shouting. He hasn’t stopped, though his voice has broken to a
barking rasp.

Professor Penmark lifts Mrs. Duncan’s limp hand, testing her wrist for a
pulse. He gives his nod to the Chancellor to confirm what we can all see
with gruesome clarity.

The Chancellor faces the Dyers. With cold formality he announces, “The
debt is paid.”

The Dyers stand. Mrs. Dyer looks down at the fallen body of Mrs. Duncan,
at the sheet of blood still spreading across the polished floor. Her upper lip
twitches and she turns away, without even a glance to spare for the sobbing
Ozzy.



The Chancellor raises his hand to dismiss us.

I barely hear the rumble of the students standing. I’m deafened by my own
heartbeat pounding in my ears. I feel trapped, hemmed in by the mass of
bodies slowly filing out. I shove my way through, dashing out of Grand
Hall, across the short stretch of lawn, running for the bathrooms in the
Keep. I stumble into the closest stall and collapse to my knees, vomiting in
the toilet. I hear at least two other students doing the same.

I want to hide in here forever.

I can’t go back out. I can’t go to dinner this evening in the dining hall, or
sleep in my bed tonight. I can’t return to class tomorrow, to study and
practice as usual.

I don’t understand how humans can participate in this madness, then go on
like normal, like nothing happened.

Yet, after several minutes of kneeling on the cold tiles, I find myself
standing and walking to the sink to splash water on my face.

And then I leave the bathroom, still able to stand, still able to move.
Floating in this strange, numb state.

I don’t want to be here anymore. I want to leave this place.

But where would I go? I hate home, too.

I wander down the hallway in a daze.

As I pass the door to the boy’s bathroom, I hear a sound that breaks through
the fog.

Sobbing. Desperate, anguished sobbing.

A boy is crying, harder than I’ve ever heard before.
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Crying so hard it seems like it will kill him.

I listen and I think, Thank god, someone understands. Someone felt how
horrible that was, how intolerable.

His grief is my grief. In fact, his grief is even worse.

I can hear the depth of his pain, dwarfing my own. It’s a private, lonely
sound, and yet I feel a compulsion to comfort him.

I push the door open and slip inside.

I weave my way through the labyrinth of sinks and stalls, cupboards and
closets. The boy is way back in the furthest corner of the space, his echoing
sobs making it difficult to find him.

My head throbs and I can hardly see straight.

Still, I’m driven on, pulled helplessly toward the boy.

Maybe I’m not here to comfort him. Maybe I want solace myself.

I find him at last, a lone, tall figure, hunched over the very last sink, his face
in his arms, his shoulders shaking as he cries like his heart is breaking. I
barely register the lean body, the white-blond hair. I walk up unheard
behind him and place my hand on his shoulder.

He whirls around, grief turning to fury in an instant.

I’ve made a terrible mistake.

This is no boy—this is Dean Yenin.

And he looks ready to rip out my jugular with his teeth.

His face is wet with tears. He knows that I see it. He knows I heard him
crying.

He seizes me by the throat and slams me up against the wall, my head
jolting against the tiles.

His fist draws back. I catch one glimpse of bruised and swollen knuckles,
before he propels it directly toward my face.



I shriek, squeezing my eyes tight shut.

I hear the shattering of tile as his fist hits the wall next to my ear.

I open my eyes and immediately regret it, because Dean’s face is right
against mine, his eyes purple fire and his nose pressed against my cheek. He
hisses, “If you tell anyone . . . anyone . . . I’ll fucking kill you.”

Dean lets go of my neck so abruptly that I fall to my knees on the cold
floor. A piece of shattered tile cut my cheek—a droplet of blood falls from
my face to the floor, blooming red against the white marble.

By the time I look up, Dean has disappeared.

I kneel there for a long time, shaking helplessly.
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I

ZOE

tried to see Ozzy and Miles while they were locked in the Prison
Tower, but no one was allowed inside, no messages permitted.

The Chancellor interrogated Chay and me. We told him everything that
Rocco had done since the very first week of school. It didn’t matter. All
they cared about was Wade’s death.

The guilt is choking, crushing, suffocating me.

I can’t even apologize to Ozzy because he took his mother’s body back to
Tasmania, and he won’t be returning to Kingmakers.

I write him letters, letters to his father, too.

He hasn’t responded. I don’t expect him to.

He already said what he wanted to say, in a note left on Miles’ bed,
addressed to both of us:

It’s not your fault. Be safe and be well.

Neither Miles nor I believe it.

It is our fault.

We wanted what we were forbidden to have.



The mood at Kingmakers is somber and dark in the weeks following Mrs.
Duncan’s death. None of the students had witnessed an execution before.
We all knew the rules, but the reality was distant. Now it’s right in front of
our faces. Fun and games are at an end.

People whisper as I pass. They stare at me.

I feel like I’m cursed.

Anyone who tries to help me is cursed, too.

I’m scared to be around anyone, even Anna and Chay and Cat. Especially
Cat.

Now that Rocco has wounded Miles so successfully, shaming him and
cutting away his best friend, I can’t help but fear that he’ll attack Cat next.
He wants to isolate me from everyone I love. He won’t allow me any help
or support.

He’s started following me again. He watches me everywhere I go. Always
staring. Always smiling.

Chay is devastated by what happened to Ozzy, and even more unhappy that
he’s gone. She begged him to stay at school, or at least come back in the
fall, but he refused.

Since he left she’s fallen into a deep depression, stumbling to class
barefaced and red-eyed, her hair in a tangled bun, a state in which I had
never seen her even once before.

She’s developed a hatred for Rocco that almost surpasses my own. She
always disliked him from their days in secondary school. Now she harbors a
burning rage that frightens me, because I worry that she might act
impulsively, given the chance.

Rocco is a plague unleashed by me.

There’s only one way to stop it.

Two weeks after Ozzy leaves, I visit Miles in his half-empty dorm room. As
soon as he sees my face, he knows why I’ve come.



“Don’t,” he begs me. “Don’t say it.”

“I have to.”

I swore I wouldn’t cry, but something hot and wet is already running down
both sides of my face.

“I can’t see you anymore,” I tell him.

Miles looks at me. He’s still thin from his week in the tower. I doubt he’s
been eating since. Shadows mark his under-eyes and the hollows of his
cheeks. His gray eyes look large and dark. Veins stand out on his arms and
the backs of his hands.

Yet he’s beautiful. So fucking beautiful.

He’s beautiful when he’s sad and when he’s scared. When he’s happy or
when he’s angry. He’s a diamond with a hundred facets. Each one is pure
and perfect to me.

But he doesn’t belong to me and he never did.

I was never meant to have such a treasure.

“I’m going to marry Rocco at the end of the school year,” I say. “There’s no
point putting it off any longer. He’ll only make life miserable for the rest of
you.”

“I can’t let you do that,” Miles says quietly.

“It’s not your choice,” I tell him. “It was never a choice, for any of us.”

Miles looks at me the way he always does, fully and completely, taking in
every part of me.

“I made you a promise,” he says.

“It was an impossible promise. I know you would have kept it if you
could.”

He looks at me. Then he stands up from his bed in one quick motion, and
closes the space between us. I think he’s going to kiss me, and I don’t know
how I’ll find the strength to push him away.



Instead, he takes my hand and lifts it to his lips.

He looks into my eyes, his mouth pressed to my knuckles, his touch telling
me more clearly than any words could do that he loves me, that he’ll always
love me.

And I love him. I love him and Cat and Chay and Anna, Ozzy and Leo and
Hedeon too.

Which is why I can’t be selfish any longer.

I leave Miles’ room planning never to return.
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I

MILES

had a long time to think in the Prison Tower.

Even longer in the weeks that followed, when Ozzy was gone and I
was alone in the dorm room.

What I realized is this:

If not for Zoe, it would have been my mother who was executed.

I was in a rage that night.

I wanted to kill Wade, Jasper, Dax, and most of all Rocco.

They pushed us and pushed us, crossing every fucking line. In that fight—
with Zoe in danger, and Chay and Ozzy hurt—I lost control. I could have
killed any one of them.

It was Zoe who screamed for me to stop.

She was the one who dragged me back. The only person who could have
brought me to my senses in that moment.

Ozzy struck the killing blow.

But it could just as easily have been me.

Then it would have been my mother who traded her life, who took the
punishment, who paid the debt. I know she would have done it,
unhesitatingly. Just like Ozzy’s mom.



It would have killed me. It would have poisoned my soul.

For all the guilt and horror I feel at what happened to Mrs. Duncan, still one
thing is certain: I need Zoe. I fucking need her. I’m no good without her.

Zoe brings out the best in me. She makes me smarter, stronger, more
determined. And most of all, she holds back that dark and reckless part of
me.

She’s my rudder, my guide.

I can’t fly without her, or I’ll crash and burn, I know it.

And I fucking love her. That’s the most important part of all. I like her, I
love her, I admire her, I adore her. I’m not abandoning her to Rocco’s
torment. She doesn’t deserve that. I don’t care what it costs to save her, or
what I have to risk.

It wasn’t a mistake to oppose Rocco. My mistake was letting this go on too
long.

I need to end it. Now.

So when Zoe leaves my room, I wait less than a minute before getting to
work.

No more planning. It’s time to act.

The first thing I do is call Ozzy.

I don’t expect him to pick up first try, but to my surprise, he answers almost
immediately.

“If it’s another apology, I don’t want to hear it,” he says. “I’m fucking
drowning in guilt, I can’t handle you wallowing in it, too.”

“How are you?” I ask him. “How’s your dad?”

“He’s a fuckin’ mess. Wants to kill the Chancellor. My uncles had to tie him
down. Literally.”

“He didn’t know . . .”



“No. My mom got the letter from the school. Hid it from him. He didn’t
even know she had left Tasmania until . . . well. We don’t need to talk about
that. Suffice it to say we’re in a fuckin’ state. But surviving.”

“I am so, so sorry, Ozzy.”

He takes a long breath with a catch in the middle.

“I know, mate. I know you are. I’m sorry, you’re sorry. We got ourselves in
a mess together, but it was me that grabbed the knife. So just fuckin’ save it.
I can’t think about should’ves and would’ves or I’m gonna drive myself
insane. She didn’t want that.”

His voice is fully cracking now.

I never met Mrs. Duncan. Ozzy came to visit me in Chicago, and we’d
planned that I’d come out to Tasmania this summer or next. But that won’t
happen now.

I never even spoke to her. Yet I feel I knew her all the same, because Ozzy
talked about his parents all the time.

I knew that Mr. Duncan ran an illegal mining operation, as well as
trafficking black market metals and stones. He was from criminal stock
tracing back to the days when Tasmania was Van Diemen’s Land, and
before that, to the professional cracksmen of London.

Mrs. Duncan was the governor’s daughter. She sang in the church choir.
She wasn’t supposed to walk down the same hallway as Mr. Duncan, when
they were teenagers attending the same secondary school.

They fell in love anyway.

Ozzy was the result.

They married young and stayed together, happily by all Ozzy’s accounts.

He said his mom was funny and playful. That she dragged Ozzy and his dad
along to church, but she also loved dice games and shooting. She was shit
with technology but she bought Ozzy his first gaming rig.



I know all these things, so I know this was a good woman who died. I know
what Ozzy and his father have lost.

I watched how she took Ozzy’s face in her hands with tenderness, without a
second’s hesitation as she offered her life in place of his.

“What did she say to you?” I ask.

I have no right to ask, but I want to know all the same.

“She said, ‘I love you, bub. No more violence from this. Go on happy and
strong.’ ” Ozzy pauses to swallow. “She didn’t want me to try to get
revenge. But I don’t know if I can do that. In five years, ten . . . when it
seems unrelated, when nobody remembers but me . . . I want to kill them.
Rocco, Jasper, Dax.”

“If you want that, I’ll help you,” I promise him. “Whatever you feel is just .
. . I’m there.”

“I hoped you’d say that,” Ozzy says, quietly.

“I’d like a measure of revenge right now,” I say. “On Rocco. Though I’ll
admit, this is self-serving . . .”

“You want to take Zoe from him. You want to go through with the plan.”

Ozzy already knows. He’s been expecting this.

“Yes. I want to do it immediately. Is the server ready?”

“I finished it yesterday.”

“You haven’t been working on it still . . .”

“I knew you’d call. Sooner rather than later. And I needed the distraction.”

“You’re okay with me going forward?”

“ ‘Course I am. If you don’t, he gets what he wants.”

Now it’s my turn to feel my throat swollen too tight to speak. I can barely
manage, “Thank you, man. Seriously. I can’t tell you—”



“Nah, you can’t, so don’t even try. It’s beautiful work. Best yet from yours
truly.”

I end the call, then unearth my list of highly hard-to-come-by contacts. Men
whose personal cellphone numbers are only known by five or six people in
the world—sometimes not even their wives.

When you call a number like that, you always get an answer.

I call two such men. And I set up two meetings, for the same time tomorrow
night.

Both parties don’t want to attend. I have to use all my powers of persuasion.
I have to make aggressive promises, with catastrophic consequences if I fail
to deliver.

Finally, they agree.

Now, I have two more problems to solve, and I think that one single person
might just be able to help me.

I’ve gotta find my new best friend, Ares Cirillo.

No surprise, I track him down on the second level of the Library Tower.
Even better luck, Zoe isn’t with him. He’s all alone at a large table that
looks small with his rangy frame wrapped around it. He hasn’t cut his hair
all year—it hangs shaggy around his face as he hunches over his paper.
Writing everything by hand is a fucking nightmare at Kingmakers,
especially when you’ve got a hand the size of an oven mitt like Ares. I can
barely see the pencil eraser poking out the top.

“I knew I’d find you here,” I say, sliding into the seat directly beside him.

Ares looks up, startled and wary.

Ares has always seemed a little jumpy around me. I don’t think he’s ever
entirely trusted me. Which shows that he really is intelligent.



“Hello, Miles,” he says, in his deep voice. “I’m really sorry about your
friend. I liked Ozzy.”

“Me too. He’s not the one who’s dead though, he just went home, so you
can use current tense.”

“Sorry,” Ares says again, wincing. “I just meant . . . well, you know.”

Now he’s even more off balance, which I think is good for me. I want him
feeling guilty.

“Ozzy and I were working on a project. Something we want to sell to the
Princes and the Romeros. Something to help Zoe. You want that, don’t you
Ares? You want to help Zoe? You’re good friends, aren’t you?”

Ares shifts in his seat, glancing at me in a guilty way.

“We’re just friends,” he says. “I hope that’s clear. We never—”

“Of course not,” I say, clapping him on the shoulder a little too hard.
“You’re just buddies.”

“Right.”

“Definitely. Anyway, you agree that Zoe is a fucking treasure, one that
Rocco Prince does not deserve. So I’m sure you’ll do anything you can to
help her.”

Ares narrows those baby blues at me. He’s kind of a Boy Scout, so I don’t
think he’s gonna like this next part,

“What exactly do you want me to do?” He says.

“Nothing too onerous. First, I need you to get me the contact information
for the Malina.”

Ares’ head gives a convulsive jerk. That’s about the reaction I expected
when I mentioned the Ukrainian Mafia.

“Why would you think that I’d have—”

“I know your family has Bratva connections in St. Petersburg.”



“What are you—”

“Ares. You know I know everything. So cut the shit. Your dad’s inactive but
not unconnected. I know he can get me that number, I’ve got a phone right
here so you can call him. You don’t even have to wait for Sunday.”

Ares stares at me, his lips tightly pressed together.

After a moment, he says, “I could ask him. But I think you’re making a
mistake.”

“Why is that?”

“You don’t want to do business with the Malina.”

“I know what they are.”

“You don’t know. Whatever you think, they’re ten times worse. They have
no honor, none at all. The schemes they’ll use are several sewer-levels
below what you could possibly imagine.”

“They’re only gonna form a limited part in the plan. I’ve considered the
risks. Thank you for your concern,” I tell Ares, firmly.

I have to use the Malina, there’s no other choice. So there’s no point arguing
about it. They’re the only ones perfectly situated for everything I need.

“What’s the second thing?” Ares asks. His arms are folded across his broad
chest now, and I can tell he’s even less excited for the second request.

“This one’s even easier,” I say. “I just need you to drive a boat.”

“What boat?” Ares says, frowning.

“One to get off this island.”

Now his expression is past a frown—it’s all the way to absolute negation.

“No,” Ares says. “I can’t do that.”

“Why not? I know you know how.”

“I’m not leaving. We could get expelled.”



“What do you care? You’re not even going into criminal enterprise.”

“I don’t care. I want to graduate. It matters to my family.”

“You won’t get expelled. Because we aren’t getting caught. We’ll be out
and back one night, no one will miss us.”

“You can’t possibly guarantee that. And besides, what boat are you going to
use that . . .“ he breaks off, realizing. “No,” he shakes his head even harder,
“Absolutely not. How do you even know about that?”

“How do YOU know?” I demand, even more curious. Ares does not seem
the type to have discovered the Chancellor’s secret ultra-fast, ultra-fuckin-
fancy speedboat.

“One of the teachers told me,” Ares mutters.

“Well, the Chancellor won’t like that. But he’ll like a big old scratch down
the side of his boat even less, so you better drive me. I already know where
he keeps the keys. I just need my chauffeur . . .”

I know Ares doesn’t want to do it. Not at all.

In fact, he’s terrified. Because Ares is a good boy who follows the rules.
Like Zoe used to be.

Unfortunately for Ares, I’m a very corrupting influence.

I rest my hand on his shoulder again, squeezing tight. I lean forward to look
Ares dead in the eye.

“I’m on a very tight schedule, and I don’t have time to barter. So here is an
unprecedented opportunity for generosity.

Ares looks at me steadily, making some silent calculation I can only begin
to guess.

I wait and wait, knowing better than to stomp on a blossoming answer.

That thought is
the only thing that could make me enjoy this fucking competition. I don’t
mind if it drags on, as long as I get to watch Zoe laughing and shouting,
using that goddess-like body to its best advantage.

She catches my eye and grins at me, showing a flash of white teeth.

“Don’t fucking bother, he yanked my arm out, not my legs,” Dean spits,
stalking off across the field with his good arm pinning the loose, swinging
limb in place against his body.

“What a shame,” I say to Kasper Markaj. “Couldn’t have happened to a
nicer guy.”

Kasper snorts and takes a fresh grip on the net.

“Come on, you lazy shits!” Simon Fowler bellows to our team. “We’ve got
‘em right where we want ‘em, they’re dropping like flies!”

I sigh.

“He’s no William Wallace, but he’s trying his best.”
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occo has to die, and I’m the only one who can do it.

It can’t be Zoe or Miles. They’re the obvious suspects.

If they kill Rocco, the Chancellor will find out, or the Princes. Their new
life together will be destroyed before it even starts.

In fact, I have to make sure that when Rocco dies, it’s glaringly obvious that
Zoe and Miles had nothing to do with it.

Which is why it has to take place during the final challenge of the Quartum
Bellum.

Zoe and Miles will be competing in full view of the entire school. No one
can accuse them of attacking Rocco.

I, on the other hand, will need a different alibi.

But I’m getting ahead of myself.

The first step is to bait the trap.

I start by leaving notes in Rocco’s pockets. This is risky, because it involves
sneaking into the Octagon Tower and picking the lock to his room.

Lock-picking is one of the very first things you learn at Kingmakers, at
least in the Spy division. We covered it our first week. I’ve gotten quite



good at it, as delicate, tricky handwork is something I’ve practiced while
making jewelry and paper art.

“Of course I know,” Dean says, rolling his eyes at my idiocy. “The whole
school knows about your slut sister.”

“Don’t call her that!” I snap. My indignation is undermined by the fact that
my voice comes out a raspy little squeak. Still, Dean rounds on me with
fresh fury, startling me so badly that I stumble backward and fall on my ass
on the steps.

“What the fuck are you gonna do about it?” He hisses, fists clenched at his
sides.

Down at ground level, I see my opening—I dart under his arm and sprint
off down the stairs. Dean doesn’t bother to try to catch me.

My heart really is racing like a little mouse as I keep running all the way
from the Octagon Tower to the Undercroft. It was a narrow escape—and
I’m damn lucky that was Dean instead of Rocco.

The morning of the Quartum Bellum, I’m too nervous to eat. I have to go
to breakfast, however, as it forms a crucial part of the plan.

“You sure?” Leo says, picking up a big bite of pancake and pretending to
airplane it over to Ares’ mouth.

“Don’t even—” Ares tries to say, and Leo stuffs the pancake in his mouth.

This results in a two-minute scuffle, during which Ares shouts something
about non-consensual pancakes and Leo yells at Ares to quit wasting his
strength while they both try to wrestle each other out of their seats.

The fight is the perfect distraction. I pick up my knife, which, like all the
knives at Kingmakers, is heavy and serrated, with a carved bone handle and
a tempered steel blade. It looks a hundred years old. God, I hope it’s not
infected with tetanus.

Pathetically, this is the part of the plan I dread the most.

Under the cover of Leo and Ares’ roughhousing, I slash the knife down my
own arm in one, quick swipe. The serrated teeth rip my flesh open, and
blood pours down on my plaid skirt before I can jerk my arm away.

“Ouch!” I shout.

The challenge is
about to start.”

“Hurry back,” Leo says to Hedeon.

Anna slaps him on the arm for being inconsiderate.

“We need him!” Leo says. “But also, get better Cat. Sorry about your arm.”

“I’ll send him right back,” I promise.

I need Hedeon to leave, and quickly, so I’m only too happy to go along with
Leo’s request.

Still, I’m grateful that I can lean on his arm on the way to the infirmary. I
really was a little overzealous with that knife. I had to make sure I cut deep
enough for stitches, but I overdid it.

“Went a little hard on those pancakes,” Hedeon says, throwing a sideways
glance at me.

Don’t pick at it, whatever you
do.”

“Why don’t you rest and I’ll put those in the cabinet?” I offer.



“Well . . . go on, then,” he says, leaning back against the pillow with his
fingers interlaced over his chest.

He closes his eyes, his breath already slowing.

Quietly, I unlatch the glass-fronted cabinet and put the instruments back in
their carefully-labeled places.

I’m trying to move silently, trying not even to breathe.

Soon Dr. Cross’s mouth hangs open and long snores come rasping out.

I wait for five, then ten agonizing minutes. I have to be sure he’s deeply
asleep before I leave.

The dose I gave him should knock him out for hours.

Some parts of this plan are well-organized, but others rely on chance. It was
dumb luck that I was the only person to require Dr. Cross’ services this
morning, and I’d like to keep it that way. The Quartum Bellum is the
complicating factor.

Rocco’s wrist. He stares at it, mouth open in amused derision.

I kick the pin as hard as I can, knocking it free from the wall.



I only had one chance to do it. Rocco watches the rope hiss over the
ramparts, comprehension dawning on his face, right as the loop yanks tight
around his wrist, jerking him forward.

He swings at me with his knife, trying to plunge it into my chest. I’m
already dropping down to my knees, flinging my arms protectively over my
head.

When that doesn’t work, I get out of the bed
and shake Dr. Cross.

“What is it?” he grumbles, coming to abruptly.

“I’m sorry, Dr. Cross. I just thought you wouldn’t want to sleep too long.
It’s been fifteen minutes.”



A lie. Over an hour passed. I can only hope he wasn’t watching the time.

He glances at the clock, blearily.

“Yes, right,” he says, shaking his head. “Don’t want to sleep too long. Is the
challenge still going?”

“How’s the arm feeling?”

Help me change these sheets, then,” he says, indicating the two
despoiled beds.

We strip the sheets, and Dr. Cross carries them to his laundry. While he’s
gone, I hear an aggressive banging on the door. My heart leaps into my
mouth. I run to the door, realizing I forgot to unlock it. I quickly turn the
bolt, opening the door to see Dean Yenin’s angry, sweat-soaked face. He’s
holding his left arm pinned against his body, the shoulder at an awful angle.

“Get the doctor!” he barks.

I run to oblige.
