Chapter 1

Year 13 of the Horsemen

Jerusalem, New Palestine

THE DAY STARTS off like most others. With a nightmare.

The explosion roars through my ears, the force of it knocking me into the
water.

Darkness. Nothing. Then—

I gasp in a breath. There’s water and fire and ... and ... and God the pain
—the pain, the pain, the pain. The sharp bite of it nearly steals my breath.

“Mom, Mom, Mom!”

Can’t see her. Can’t see anyone.

“Mom!”

The sky bobs above me. I cough in the smoke. My bag is wrapped around
my ankle and it’s dragging me down, down, down.

No. I try to kick my way back up to the surface, but despite my efforts it
moves farther and farther from reach.

My lungs pound. The sunlight above me grows dim even as I struggle.

I open my mouth to cry for help.

The water rushes in—

I sit up in bed with a gasp.

I can hear my wall clock clicking away, the pendulum swinging back and
forth, back and forth.

I touch the scar at the base of my throat as I steady my breathing. My
sheets are twisted around my ankles. I disentangle myself and roll out of bed.

Grabbing a nearby box of matches, I light an oil lamp. Briefly, it
illuminates a picture of my family before I raise it high enough to see the
time on the clock.



3:18 AM.

Ugh. I rub my face.

I set the lamp down on my workbench, shoving aside the feathers, glass
arrowheads, and scraps of plastic that litter its surface.

I glance longingly at my bed. There’s no way I’m falling back asleep,
which means I can work on my latest commission or I can go scavenging. I
glance at the walls, where some of my finished products hang—the oiled
bows and painted arrows barely visible in the darkness.

Salvage-chic weaponry sells for a pretty penny these days.

It’s too dark to make out the photos hanging alongside them, but my throat
tightens at the thought of the images anyway.

Right now, on the wings of my dream, I don’t want to keep company with
the memories that haunt my flat.

So scavenging it is.

My BooTs cRUNCH along loose gravel as I wind my way through the streets of
Jerusalem, outfitted with my bow, quiver, and the canvas bag I’ll use to store
my finds. I have a dagger at my hip and a small axe in my bag.

I pass by a darkened mosque, which will be filled with people by the time I
return. The synagogue down the street is dark and ominous, several of its
windows boarded up. It looks meek and repentant, like it didn’t once proudly
own that space.

No one else is out, save for the occasional Palestinian guard. They eye me
grimly but leave me alone.

Life wasn’t always this way.

I can vaguely remember my childhood. I had a happy one—or rather, I
used to lack worries, and that’s almost the same thing. Now, worries stack
like stones on my shoulders.

But that life is less real to me than even the dream I woke to.

I touch the hamsa charm on my wrist as I glance around me. The moment I
get a little too comfortable with my surroundings is the moment I get
attacked.

No, life wasn’t always this way, but this has been my reality ever since the
Horsemen arrived.

I can see Day One in my mind’s eye like it’s happening all over again.

How the lights in my fourth grade classroom popped as they burned out,
one after the other. My ears still ring from the sounds of my classmates’



screaming.

I had the misfortune of sitting near a window, so I saw firsthand how the
cars lost power, their metal bodies crashing into whatever—or whoever—was
nearest them.

I saw a woman mowed down by a car, her eyes wide for that single second
before impact. Sometimes, when I remember it, it’s my father I see and not
the woman.

I wonder sometimes, if that’s how it played out. I never saw his mangled
body—I just heard that he’d been hit by a bus—so all that’s left is wonder.

People around here are fond of saying that life can change in an instant,
and it’s true. Birth, death, four strange men showing up one day with plans to
destroy the world—all instant life changes.

But sometimes, the most insidious change happens over time. Because
Day One ended and Day Two began. We were all expected to just continue to
exist even when cars couldn’t drive and phones couldn’t call, and computers
couldn’t compute, and so many beloved lives were lost. Eventually this
terrible new existence had to become normal. And that’s how life’s been for
most of my twenty-two years.

I move west through the city, past an aviary, the birds inside quiet at this
hour. Once, you could get news almost instantaneously. Now carrier pigeon
is the fastest way of sending messages ... and there’s no guarantee that an
outgoing message will get where it needs to go on one try. Birds, after all, are
only so obedient and intelligent.

The night is quiet. It’s been like this for the last month. Not that it’s ever
particularly rowdy here at night, but this feels different. You can sense
people’s worry in the still air.

It must be the rumors.

There were ... strange stories from the east, stories meant to scare you
when you’re huddled over a fire and the night seems especially terrifying.

Stories about entire cities going to the grave. About streets scattered with
bones and cemeteries tilled like fields. And through it all, War, riding on his
blood red steed, his sword brandished.

I don’t know how true they are—these days, so many things are hearsay—
but Jerusalem has been more subdued than usual. A few people have even
packed up and left.

I might’ve been one of those people, if I had enough money to get where 1
wanted to go. But I don’t, so Jerusalem it remains.



As I get close to the Judaean Mountains that lie on the outskirts of the city,
I hear the echoing footfalls of someone walking behind me. Could be the
Muslim Brotherhood, could be the Palestinian police force, it could be a
raider like me or a prostitute looking to fill the last of her quota for the night.

It’s probably nothing. Still it doesn’t stop me from going over my survival
code, otherwise known as Miriam Elmahdy’s Guide to Staying the Fuck
Alive:

(1) Bend the rules—but don’t break them.

(2) Stick to the truth.

(3) Avoid notice.

(4) Listen to your instincts.

(5) Be brave.

Five simple rules that, while not always being easy to follow, have kept
me alive for the last seven years.

I pick up my pace, hoping to put distance between me and the stranger.
Less than a minute later, I hear the footsteps behind me quicken.

I sigh out a breath.

Sliding my bow off my shoulder, I remove an arrow from my quiver and
nock it into place. Spinning around, I take aim at the dark shape.

“Move along,” I say.

The shadowy figure is maybe ten meters away. They raise their hands,
stepping forward a little.

“I just wanted to know what a girl like you was doing out this late,” the
man calls out.

So, the individual’s not a prostitute and probably not the police either. That
leaves the Muslim Brotherhood, a local gang member, or an ordinary civilian
willing to pay for a woman’s company. Of course, he could also be a fellow
raider looking to poach my finds off of me.

“I’m not a prostitute,” I call out.

“I didn’t think you were.”

So, not a confused customer.

“If you’re with the Brotherhood,” I say, “I’ve paid my dues for the
month.” It’s the cost of moving about the city with impunity.

“It’s alright,” the man says. “I’m not with the Brotherhood.”

A raider then?

He takes a step towards me. Then another.

I pull my bowstring back, the wood of my bow groaning.



“I’m not going to hurt you.” He says it so kindly that I want to believe
him. But I’ve learned to trust what people do rather than what they say, and
he’s not backing off.

A criminal then. Honest people don’t just sweet talk their way into getting
closer unless they want something from you.

And whatever he wants, I doubt I’'m going to like it.

“If you come any closer, I will shoot,” I warn.

His footfalls pause, and the two of us stand there for several seconds at an
impasse.

He’s standing in the shadows between the gaslit streetlamps, so it’s hard to
make out what he’s doing, but I think he’s going to leave. It would be the
wise thing to do.

His footfalls resume—one, two, three—

I close my brown eyes briefly. This is no way to start a day.

The man begins to pick up his pace as he gains more confidence that I
won’t shoot. He’s completely unaware that I’ve done this before.

Forgive me.

I release the arrow.

I don’t see quite where it lands in the darkness, but I do hear the man’s
choked gasp, and then I see him collapse.

For several seconds I stay where I am. Only reluctantly do I lower my bow
and walk over to him, a hand hovering near the dagger at my hip.

As I get close, I see my arrow protruding from the man’s throat, his blood
darkening his skin and the ground beneath him. His breathing is wheezy and
labored.

I stare at his face for several seconds as he grasps at the projectile. I don’t
recognize him, not that I assumed I would. I guess that’s a relief. My eyes go
to the bag he was carrying.

Crouching down, I open it up and rifle through his things. Rope, a
crowbar, and a knife. A murder’s starter pack.

Unease skitters through me. Most people who do bad things have their
motives—greed, power, lust, self-preservation. It’s unnerving to cross paths
with someone who plans on hurting you not as a means to an end, but as the
end itself.

The man’s choking breaths slow, then stop altogether, his chest going still.

Once I’m sure he’s gone, I remove my arrow from his body, wiping it off
on his trousers before I slip it back into my quiver.



No one will be punished,
and by the time the sun is high in the sky, the body will be moved and the
city will soon forget there was ever a corpse in the road to begin with.

I pause, my eyes going to the road. I strain my ears, but the wooded hills

There it is again. The sound is barely audible. I can’t tell what it is, only
that it’s steady.

Probably a traveler.

I move to the nearby house, quietly slipping inside. I’d rather not get into a
skirmish twice in one night.

Inside the abandoned structure, dirt, old leaves, and several cigarette butts
litter the ground. By the looks of the place, it was built after the Arrival—
there are no electrical outlets, nor are there any pipes that might carry running
water. Those luxuries we lost shortly after the horsemen came, and try as we
might, we haven’t been able to get them back.

I move over to an open framed window, keeping mostly to shadows. I feel
like a coward, hiding behind a wall because I might’ve heard something, but
after my earlier run-in today, better a coward than a dead woman.

A monster of a man sits on his blood-red steed, a massive sword strapped
to his back. There are gold rings in his dark hair and kohl thickly lines his
eyes. His cheekbones are high and the scowl he wears makes him look
absolutely petrifying.

No horse has a coat that red, and no man has that impressive
a stature, even in the saddle.

I feel myself start to shake.

Chapter 2

I warT UNTIL the entire army has passed through before I leave my hiding spot.
I step out of the building on shaky feet, unsure what to do.

Or maybe the apocalypse hasn’t beaten the last bit of selflessness out of
me after all.

I’m still no saint.

By THE TIME I arrive in the city, the streets are already running red with blood.

I have to duck as I continue through the streets. People are leaning out
their windows, throwing whatever items they can at this strange army. As |



move I see a man get pushed off his balcony. He lands on a burning awning
below. The last I hear of him are his screams.

At some point, a few of the invading soldiers recognize that I’m a threat.
One of them aims his own bow and arrow at me, but he’s on a horse, and his
shot goes wide.

Grab, nock, shoot.

I hit him in the shoulder. Grab, nock, shoot. This time my arrow gets him
in the eye.

Need more arrows. And other weapons, for that matter.

I make a break for my flat, which is several blocks away, whispering a
prayer under my breath that I don’t run out of arrows before I get there. I
have a dagger on me, but I’'m no match for a bigger opponent, and most of
these soldiers are just that—big opponents.

It takes about thirty minutes to get to my place. I live in a condemned
building—not that anyone’s going to tear it down anytime soon. It sustained
some damage during the fighting a few years ago and most people moved as
a result. I didn’t. Call me sentimental, but it’s where I grew up.

When I get to it now, the entryway is on fire.

Crap, why hadn’t I thought of this?

I eye the structure. It’s mostly made out of stone, and besides the entrance,
it looks alright. I chew the side of my lip.

Making a decision, I dash inside. Not three seconds after I do, the
overhang collapses, closing me in.

Once I’'m inside, I dash up the stairs to my flat, coughing against the
smoke.

Along the shelves, the knives and swords and daggers, bows and quivers and
maces and arrows I’d carefully stored have almost all been removed.

I don’t pause to scavenge through them. Rushing to my bedroom, I lift up
my mattress. Beneath it are dozens upon dozens of arrows and a spare
dagger.

Dropping my canvas bag to the floor, I scoop up the arrows and shove as



many as | can into my quiver. Then I grab a sheathed dagger and quickly
strap it to me.

After I’ve armed myself, I head downstairs. Kicking in a door to one of the
apartments I know is abandoned, I step inside. The windows here are mostly
intact, and I have to grab a discarded chair and smash it against the glass for
it to shatter.

There are a dozen other people fighting and fleeing around me, but the
horseman disregards all of them. I’m the only one he seems to have eyes for.

It’s fitting, I suppose, that I would meet the horseman here, in this place
that has seen millennia of strife and war. Jerusalem is full of just as much
blood as it is soil.

The hoof beats grow louder, closer.

I don’t dare look back.

Normally, there are always a few people who linger in the Old City, but
right now, the place is utterly abandoned.

Why did I think to come here? God can’t save me. Not when his spawn is
too busy running me down.

I hook a left and suddenly the Western Wall is looming next to me. I run
alongside it, my eyes locking on the Dome of the Rock.

If ever there was a time to believe in salvation, now would be it.

I push my arms and legs, snaking back and forth so that the horseman
can’t cut me down from behind.

The mosque is so close I can make out the finer detailing along its walls,

The entrance is shut.

I keep running for it.

my own much smaller one, knocking it out of my hand. I cry out at the
impact; the force of the blow numbs my arms and drives me to my knees.

When the horseman steps
forward, I swipe out at him, catching him in the calf.

A line of blood wells from the wound. For an instant, I stare at it dumbly.

Holy balls, I actually clipped him.

War glances at the wound then his eyes move to me, and he laughs low
and deep, the sound drawing out goosebumps along my skin.

I scramble backwards, dagger clutched in hand, trying to get away from
him as fast as possible. The horseman leisurely strolls after me, looking
mildly entertained.

Run, my mother’s voice commands, but I’'m petrified of turning my back
on this man. I’d like to look death in the eye when it’s delivered.

I cry out at the impact, my weapon thrown once again from my
hand. It clatters to the ground a meter away.

We move west through the city, back towards the hills T so recently
visited. The horseman takes the same route out that we both took in.

City gives way to forest, and eventually the sounds of battle fade away.
Out here, you’d never know an entire town was getting slaughtered.

The two of us ride past the shell of a house I hid in, moving deeper and
deeper into the mountains.

Once we’re well and truly far from civilization, War’s hold on me loosens.

“Where are you taking me?” I ask.

“Why did you leave the fight?” I start again.

I feel War’s terrible eyes on me, and I glance behind me to meet them.

He holds my gaze for several seconds, then moves his attention back to the
road.

The rest of the trip we ride in silence.

At some random point, War veers off the road. The plants here have been
pulverized by the horseman’s army. He follows the tracks that his horde left,
winding us through the mountains.

Eventually we round a bend, and I suck in a breath.

Nestled in a relatively flat section of land is a camp as big as a small city.
Thousands of tents lie nestled among the trees and brush, covering a huge
portion of the mountainside.

Who knows how long they’ve been camped out here, completely out of
sight from the main road.



War rides past several makeshift horse corrals and rows upon rows of
tents. Now that we’re moving through the place, I notice that even right now
there are people here. Most of them are women and children, but there are a
few muscle-y soldier types as well.

Dismounting off of the creature, he then
turns around and lifts me from his horse.

“I am not your wife.”

Again, I catch an echo of his earlier surprise.

I don’t think I’m supposed to understand him.

One of the soldier-types comes over, a red sash around his upper arm. War
leans in to him and says something so low I can’t hear it. Once he’s finished,
the horseman gives me a long look, then remounts his horse.

With a jerk of his reins, War turns around and rides out of the camp, and
I’m left to figure out the situation alone.

By THE TIME the sun is setting, my wrists are bound behind my back and I’'m
forced to wait in a line alongside other similarly bound individuals.

The other captives have trickled in throughout the day. There’s maybe a
hundred of us; we probably amount to a fraction of a fraction of the city’s
total population.

For a long time the line of us just stands there. A huge man a couple
meters in front of me is trembling uncontrollably, probably from shock.

I don’t know what sickens me more—that
these small families are now at the mercy of these savages, or that there must
be countless more left behind in Jerusalem ...

I close my eyes.

Always knew this day would come. The day when the Four Horsemen
finished what they started.

But knowing couldn’t prepare me for the reality of it. The bodies, the
blood, the violence.

This is some sick nightmare.

“I’m going to enjoy you later.”

I blink my eyes open just in time to see a man pointing his blade at me, his
free hand moving to his crotch.

It takes a mountain of effort not to react.

My mind flashes to all the pretty women in line.

What is this camp planning on doing with them?

With us?

A chorus of screams interrupt the thought. The crude man’s attention is
drawn away, towards the front of the line where the screams are coming
from.

The man flashes me a mean smile, backing away. “I’ll have you soon
enough,” he promises.

I stare at him a long time, memorizing his features. Long face, the
beginnings of a beard, and dark, receding hair.

My gaze moves over the other men guarding us. They all have a mean
look to them, like they’d rob you and rape you if the opportunity arose.

“Move! Move!” one of the soldiers shouts.




The line of us shuffles forward.

A ways in front of me, another prisoner leans over and vomits. A couple of
the soldiers laugh at him. And the screams, those piercing, terrible screams,
they continue intermittently, followed by the camp’s boisterous heckling.

I can’t see ahead to whatever’s going on; there’s too many people and
tents in the way, but it turns my stomach nonetheless. There’s a peculiar
agony to waiting when you know something bad is coming for you at the end
of it.

Someone grabs him roughly, leading him to the center of the clearing
before pushing him to his knees. He’s no longer shaking, but you can
practically smell his fear tinging the air.

It’s strange to think that earlier today, they were raiding and
slaughtering a city. There’s no sign of all that depravity now.

My eyes move from person to person, trying to read their sins in their eyes
—until I catch sight of War.

He sits on his dais just as he did earlier. He watches me, the smoke and
firelight making his brutal features mesmerizing. I don’t know how long he’s
been staring, only that I should have noticed. Those eyes of his feel like the
touch of a hand against my skin; it’s hard to ignore the sensation.

EVEN THOUGH MY city is gone and I’ve been captured, I’m expected to just go
on with my life.

That’s clear enough the next morning when I wake up to the sound of
general chatter outside my tent.

The same thing was expected of
me the day after the horsemen’s Arrival. By now I’'m an old hand at this.

I dress in my stained clothes. They’re still damp from yesterday, but God,
it’s a lot more practical than the outfit I was given.

This section of camp is filled mostly with women and children, and I’m
shocked to see that several of them have their heads covered.

My eyes move over the sheep being turned on a
spit and the trays of fruit and nuts and bread that are spread out before me.

I wander over to the line for breakfast and try not to think about where all
this food came from.

By the time I’'m at the front of the line, I spot a familiar face. The man

“You expect me to believe you’re out here collecting some goddamn wood
for weapons?”

To be fair, he has a point. I have no bag to collect branches, and my
holstered dagger is hardly useful for chopping wood. I look like an escapee,
not a worker.

“I cleared it with War.” The lie rushes out of me.

Immediate regret.

So much for sticking to the truth—I just threw that rule right out the
window.

The soldier eyes me up and down, probably weighing the pros and cons of
believing me versus not.

Finally, he comes to some sort of decision. “I don’t care who you cleared
your activities with, if you want to live, you better get the fuck back to camp.
Now.”

Giving the trees around me a final, parting look, I leave the brush, heading
back to camp, an arrow trained on me the entire way there.

So much for escape.

THERE’S AN ORDER to this maze of a camp. It takes me the rest of the day to
figure it out, but eventually I do.

The layout is broken into four quadrants. I live amongst the women and
children in one of them. Another is cordoned off for the men and women who
choose to live together. By far the biggest quadrant is the one dedicated to the
men.

Then, of course, there’s War’s area.

All these quadrants of camp ring the clearing, which appears to be the
heart of this place. And it’s a blackened heart at that.

Throughout the day, the drums pound intermittently, and I come to learn
that these noises precede executions. Some are for petty theft, some are for
captured deserters, one man was even sentenced to death for pissing into a
comrade’s drink. Apparently that joke didn’t go over so well. And then there
are some executions that have no stated cause. I guess it doesn’t really matter

You’d think that the sheer quantity of executions would make for a somber
atmosphere—and maybe it does affect people on a more private level—but
everywhere I look, men and women are moving about, chatting and carrying
clothes or weaving sleeping pallets and baskets, and on and on.

Everyone seems to have tasks to complete. I can’t figure out if they’ve
been given these duties or if they simply volunteer to help out, but there are
people to cook, people to clean, people to guard, people to care for the
horses, people to dig out latrines, and a hundred other tasks that are needed to
keep this camp running like a well-oiled machine—not that any machines run
smoothly anymore, oiled or not. But whatever. My point still stands.

I take it all in.

It seems so hopelessly normal. I don’t know how War does it. How he
manages to get people to work together after they’ve lost everything at the
hands of his army.

But not everything is normal. After all, there’s no indication that religion
exists here. Granted, I’ve only been at camp for a day, so maybe I just need to
be patient. However, so far there have been no calls for prayer and no public
sermons. | haven’t seen anything that indicates which god—if any—these
people believe in. The only signs of religion that I have seen are the few
religious items that people wear on themselves. Other than that, it’s as though
God doesn’t exist.

Eventually, I return to my tent. No one visits me or gives me any duties to
perform around camp, and I only leave when food or nature calls.

The thunderous sound of hoof beats eventually draws me back outside. By
then the sun is sinking in the sky, the heat from the day gradually cooling.
Around me, other women leave their tents, glancing towards the sound.

“They’re coming,” I hear one of them murmur.

Around me, most of the people make their way towards the clearing.
Curiosity pulls me along with them. I’ve barely arrived when dozens of
mounted men cut through camp, kicking up dust and mowing down the
shrubs in their way. Riding at the front is War himself. He and the rest of the
riders are all drenched in blood.

Back from another invasion.

I hadn’t realized there were more people to kill; the army seemed to do a
good enough job of it yesterday. It makes sense though. Jerusalem is large,



and then there are the nearby satellite communities. I guess even a
supernatural force like the horseman needs more than a day to wipe us all out.

The war drums start up again, the beat of them stirring the blood in my
veins.

War charges into the clearing as people scramble to get out of his way, and
I swallow at the sight of the blood-red beast he rides.

Not AN HOUR later I’m called to the horseman’s tent.

I walk alongside several solemn-faced phobos riders, the men bracketing
me in. For the first time since I arrived, I enter War’s section of camp.

Now that the raiding is over for the day, the phobos riders meander about
the tents here, smoking hand rolled cigarettes and playing cards. A few of
them watch me with interest, but most of them simply ignore the woman
being brought to War’s tent.



War’s home is set apart
from the rest, and though the phobos riders’ accommodations are much larger
than mine, War’s tent dwarves theirs.
